South African captain Shaun 
Pollock sent India crashing to a 
nine-wicket defeat Tuesday on the 
fourth day of the first Test. 

Pollock took six for 56 as India 
slid to 237 all out in their second 
knock, losing their last six wickets 
for 49 runs. 

South Africa needed only 54 to 
get off to a winning start in the 
three-match series. Herschelle 
Gibbs was out for a single, lbw to 
leg-spinner Anil Kumble but Gary 
Kirsten and Jacques Kallis took 
South Africa to an easy win. 

Pollock took key wickets at the 
start of both the first and second 
sessions of the day, then ripped out 
three tail-end batsmen as he took 
10 wickets in a match for the first 
time in his 59-Test career. 

He took four for 91 in the first 
innings and had match figures of 
ten for 147. 

India's troubles started early. 
Resuming on 96 for one, they made 
a brisk start to the day with Shiv Das 
hitting two boundaries off the first 
over from Kallis. Venkatsai Laxman 
thrashed Pollock past backward 
point for four but two balls later he 
fended a lifting ball to Kallis at 
second slip. 

Kall is  was taken off  and 
Mornantau Hayward struck with 
his first delivery when Das flashed 
at a wide, short ball and edged a 
catch to wicketkeeper Mark 
Boucher. 

Das made 62 off 96 balls with 13 
fours. India had lost two wickets to 
the first 13 balls of the day. 

Star batsman Sachin Tendulkar 
and Indian captain Saurav Ganguly 
put on 46 in what shaped as a 
crucial partnership. Tendulkar, 
who twice needed treatment after 
being struck on the right forefinger 
by the first ball he faced from 
Pollock, scored 15 before edging a 
drive against Kallis to Herschelle 
Gibbs at backward point. 

It was Kallis' 100th Test wicket.

Jason vows

Jason Gillespie has warned New 
Zealand's top order batsmen he 
won't repeat his "ordinary" Ashes 
series in Thursday's opening cricket 
Test here. 

Gillespie has passed 100 Test 
wickets but he has never played for 
his country at the Gabba, and he can 
only remember playing two matches 
for his state South Australia on the 
traditionally pace-friendly wicket. 

While not certain how the Gabba 
pitch will play in this week's first of 
three Tests,  Gillespie wants to win 
back the wicket-taking pace which 
has made him one of Australia's 
most successful bowlers. 

For all of Gillespie's injuries, no 
Australian bowler has reached 100 
wickets with such few deliveries, and 
that includes his grumblings about 
his 19 wickets in this year's Ashes 
series against England at an average 
of 34.32. 

"I was probably trying too hard to 
be honest," Gillespie said Tuesday. 

"I was pretty disappointed 
personally. I thought I bowled 
pretty ordinary. I would come in 
and bowl a good spell and then an 
ordinary spell and that's not good 
enough. 

"I didn't bowl a good length 
consistently enough and I won't let 
that happen to me."

F r e s h  f r o m  w i n n i n g  t h e  
Champions' Trophy in Sharjah, 
Pakistan is worried the Afghanistan 
war means it will be starved of 
international cricket at home. 

The Pakistan Cricket Board 
(PCB) insists the country is safe for 
Test cricket, but is now fighting 
mounting pressure for its home 
series to be played at neutral ven-
ues. 

"Our people love the game and 
they must not suffer. We have no 
doubt at all that the game will never 
be disturbed," Pakistan Cricket 
Board director Brigadier Munawar 
Rana told AFP. 

After the September 11 terrorist 
attacks on Washington and New 
York, New Zealand cancelled a 
planned series in Pakistan over 
security fears. The West Indies and 

Australia are pushing hard to play 
their series in Pakistan scheduled 
next year at a different venue. 

The PCB lost about 30 million 
dollars with the New Zealand 
cancellation, after India refused to 
tour Pakistan last year on political 
grounds and the Asian Test cham-
pionship also fell through in 
September. 

The fallout of the attacks in the 
US have left Pakistan with little 
international cricket since playing 
in England in May and June. They 
p l a y e d  o n e  T e s t  a g a i n s t  
Bangladesh in August and tri-
umphed in the Sharjah tourna-
ment where they beat Sri Lanka in 
the final last Sunday. 

They now have a mini-tour of 
Bangladesh starting next month 
where they play two Tests and may 
also play a three-nation series, with 
India added, if the New Delhi 
government gives clearance. 

"International cricketing condi-

tions in Pakistan are reasonably 
good with our domestic season in 
full swing. We always thought and 
assured New Zealand that their 
tour could have gone without any 
trouble and events proved that," 
said Rana. 

"Unfortunately international 
perception, as very strongly influ-
enced by international media, is 
not in our control but we still think 
that international cricket in 
Pakistan is safe," Rana said. 

West Indies are due in Pakistan 
in late January for three Tests and 
three one-day internationals. 
Australia are to tour Pakistan from 
September next year. 

The International Cricket 
Council (ICC) last month approved 
neutral venues for countries facing 
security problems, and West Indies 
is pushing hard to play Pakistan in 
Kenya while Australia has offered 
to host Pakistan instead of touring.

England's cricket authorities could 
face losing more players from their 
squad for the upcoming cricket 
tour of India if they fail to satisfy 
demands made by the Professional 
Cricketers' Association (PCA). 

PCA official Tim O'Gorman, 
who travelled to India last week 
alongside John Carr, the England 
and Wales Cricket Board's (ECB) 
director of cricket, put together the 
wish list which included a demand 
that both a full time security official 
and a senior ECB official accom-
pany the squad throughout the 
two-month tour. 

England have already had to 
replace paceman Andy Caddick 
and spinner Robert Croft after both 

decided it was too risky to go on the 
tour with the military action going 
o n  a g a i n s t  t h e  T a l i b a n  i n  
Afghanistan -- any more senior 
defections would place the tour in 
doubt as the Indians are loathe to 
play a second string team. 

Gorman included the demands 
in a report sent to all 16 members of 
the squad for India and the ECB, 
who must satisfy the recommenda-
tions. 

"The ECB still has a lot of work to 
do," admitted O'Gorman on 
Monday. 

"They must agree in writing to 
the various matters outlined in the 
report, and that in their opinion it 
is safe and that the tour can pro-
ceed. 

"A senior member of the ECB 
must accompany the players for 
the entire duration of the tour and 

this ECB official must travel on the 
same planes and stay in the same 
hotels as the team. 

"This provides support of the 
ECB's risk assessment and sec-
ondly, when decisions need to be 
made, this official can action them 
straight away without needing to 
seek committee approval in 
England which would take up 
valuable time. 

"The PCA also want improved 
security for the team with either a 
full-time officer or a team of people 
employed to both protect the 
players and investigate hotels in 
advance of the squad arriving. 

"The ECB also need to decide 
the exact nature of its security 
team, should it be a single individ-
ual or a group which would allow 
t h e  m a i n

Chittagong has completed all 
preparations for hosting the sec-
ond Test and the first ODI of the 
C o c a - C o l a  S e r i e s  b e t w e e n  
Bangladesh and Zimbabwe. 

T h e  f i v e - d a y  m a t c h  i n  
Chittagong starts from November 
15 at the renovated MA Aziz 
Stadium, which is still awaiting the 
I C C  ( I n t e r n a t i o n a l  C r i c k e t  
Council) recognition to become 
the second Test venue of the inter-
national newcomers.

Selim Abedin Chowdhury, a 
Board director and representative 
of the port city organisers, formally 
a n n o u n c e d  y e s t e r d a y  t h a t  
Chittagong is ready to host interna-
tional matches as well as to face the 
ICC inspection on its venue.

Selim, who is also the general 
secretary of the Chittagong 
Divisional Sports Association 
(CDSA), is co-ordinating works 
between Bangladesh Cricket Board 
(BCB) and organisers Chittagong 
Jila Krira Sangstha (CJKS) for 

smooth holding of the first ever 
international matches here. 

While talking to a group of 
pressmen at his CDSA office, Selim 
said that they are not sure yet when 
and who will conduct the inspec-
tion.  

He said that these matches hold 
i m m e n s e  s i g n i f i c a n c e  f o r  
Chittagonians as the MA Aziz 
Stadium would emerge as the first 
Test venue outside the capital by 
hosting Zimbabwe. That is why the 
preparation of venue and upgrad-
ing of facility arrangements were 
done with due sincerity and care, 
he added.

"International standard has 
been maintained everywhere while 
renovating the stadium," Selim 
said. "We do not afford to hear any 
complaint. We have taken it as a 
challenge as Chittagonians are 
known for their hospitality and 
love for sports."

Selim also claimed that the 
wicket here would be a sporting 
one, maybe livelier than Dhaka 
wicket. Both bowlers and batsmen 
would love to play on this wicket, 
and the outfield would be very fast, 
he said.

Of the newly laid three pitches, 
number one strip from east would 
be used for the ODI match while 
the limited-overs friendly match 
and Test would be played on num-
ber two and three wicket respec-
tively.  

Besides, four other practice 
pitches with movable nets have 
also been laid. A 36'X28' manual 
scoreboard is erected to meet ICC 
requirement. The players' dressing 
rooms would also offer all sorts of 
international standard facility.

The two newly constructed 
three-storied towers would be 
occupied by media people and 
equipment. The tower at Ispahani 
end (previously known as Helli-
pad end) will house camera stands, 
TV Box, commentary box, match 
referee and third umpire while the 
other one at the Pedrollo end 
(previously known as circuit house 
end) will accommodate print 
media box with required telecom-
munication and hot line facilities.

The state-run BTV will be in 
charge of production and both BTV 
and ETV will telecast the matches 
live.

No ICC 
inspection 
as yet

With only nine days left before the

The International Cricket Council 
(ICC) has clarified its position on 
the use of security cameras set to be 
introduced in the aftermath of a 
series of match-fixing scandals that 
have plagued the game. 

The cameras, part of a raft of 
new procedures designed to clean 
up cricket, had caused controversy 
when it was suggested they would 
be used inside players' dressing 
rooms. 

Australian captain Steve Waugh 
described the reported move as an 
invasion of privacy, prompting the 
ICC to issue a clarification stating 
that the cameras would stop at the 
dressing room door. 

"Tough new security measures 
designed to combat cricket corrup-
tion will include TV cameras ... but 
their use will not extend to inside 
the dressing room itself," an ICC 
statement said Tuesday. 

In addition to the cameras, 
security guards will be deployed at 
the entrance to dressing rooms and 
players' viewing areas, and logs will 
be kept of players leaving grounds 
during matches. 

Hotel lobbies and access points 

to team areas will be covered by 
closed circuit television, telephone 
calls will be monitored and the 
names of visitors to team areas of 
hotels will also be recorded. 

Australia's ICC chief executive 
Malcolm Speed revealed that 
cameras inside dressing rooms, 
which could make players feel 
uneasy about team discussions 
and celebrations being captured 
on film, was not part of the plan. 

"There has never been any 
intention of invading the privacy of 
the dressing room but there is 
every intention of catching the 
corrupters who have tarnished 
cricket's reputation over the past 
two years," Speed said. 

"Corruption has been cricket's 
toughest challenge and it needs an 
aggressive approach to make sure 
the game and its players are ade-
quately protected from it. 

"The recent board meeting 
accepted these proposals and we 
are now in the process of imple-
menting them as a matter of prior-
ity." 

The ICC said all Test captains, 
including Waugh, had been con-
sulted about the new measures 
with "majority support" coming 
from all except West Indian Carl 
Hooper, who had not responded.
