Improving condition of women, children

Japan-Unicef joint team holds |

high-level discussion

UNB, Dhaka

The visiting Japan-UNICEF Joint
Learning Mission yesterday had
discussions with senior govern-
ment officlals on tripartite coop-
eration for improving the condi-
tion ol women and children.

At an informative briefing at
the Health Ministry, Health Sec-
retary Fazlur Rahman gave the
mission an overview of the joint
eftorts in the areas of EPI, par-
ticularly polio eradication, Emer-
gency Obstetric Care (EOC), Con-
trol of lodine Deficiency Disorders

The Mission also mer the Joint
Chiel ol Economie Relations Divi-
ston, A K M Khairul Alam, who
pgave them a briefing on soclal
sector collaboration.

The health officials com-
mended Japanese assistance for
the massive polio eradication ef-
forts that made it possible to bring
down the number of polio cases
from 29 in 1999 to one in the year
2000,

Bangladesh is poised to receive
the polio-free status and urgently
needs to continue its efforts to
ensure coverage to nearly 300,000

Days in last five years.

The preliminary gains made in
child health need to be enhanced
by launching a similar assault on
measles and neonatal tetanus to
protect children from the easily
preventable diseases.

The 12-member Joint Learning
Mission is in Bangladesh on a five-
day visit to review the impact of
the existing partnership and learn
more about the challenges and
prospects regarding polio eradica-
tion, emergency flood relief, 1IDD
control and EPI.
