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Biman to carry 30,000 Hajj pilgrims

After nearly five and a half years,
the Biman Bangladesh will fly
government ballotee Hajj pilgrims
entirely on its own flights next
year.

Three DC-10 planes of Biman
will fly 30,000 Hajj pilgrims from
Dhaka to Jeddah in 54 flights. The
remaining pilgnms are expected to
fly on otherairlines.

This time, Biman will not
charter any flight from other air-
lines since its frequency of flights
to the region has increased,
sources said. This is because Bi-
man, in the course of last year,

suspended its flights to some other
countries.

A total of 55,000 Bangladeshis
will perform Hajj in 2002, Five
agreements have already been
signed between Bangladesh and
Saudi Arabia in this regard.

The government will also hire
residences in Saudi Arabia for
ballotee pilgrims this vear, while
the non-ballotees have to arrange
their own accommodation before
seeking visa.

Last year, the national flag car-
rier transported 25,401 people on
its own flights and chartered 747
and DC-10 flights of other airlines

during Hajj.

Earlier this year, Biman floated
tenders twice to charter flights
from other airlines for Hajj 2002,

A source said a decision to
reach an agreement with an
American company was also
taken, but the new government
cancelled it for lack of transpar-
ency on Biman's part in coming to
the agreement.

Another source, however, said
the government cancelled the
earlier tender because the rate of
chartered flights have gone down
drastically following the Septem-
ber 11 terrorist attacks in the USA.
