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The month-long 10th Asian Art
Biennale 2001 will begin in the city
on January 9.

Sixty countries from Asia, Af-
rica and the Pacific region are
likely to take part in the art show,
said a Bangladesh Shilpakala
Academy press release.

So far, 41 countries have con-
firmed their participation. They
are Australia, Azerbaijan, Bahrain,
Bhutan. China, Egvpt, India, In-
donesia. Iran, Iraq, Japan, Jordan,
Kenya, Kuwait, Kyrgyzstan, Leba-
non, Malaysia, Maldives, Mauri-
tius. Mongolia, Morocco, Nepal.
New Zealand, Nigeria, Oman.
Pakistan,  Palestine, Philippines,

Qutar, Republic of Korea, Russian
Federation, Saudi Arabia, Singa-
pore, South Africa, Sri Lanka, Su-
dan, Syria, Thailand, Turkey,
United Arab Emirates and Yemen.

The art works will be displayed
at the galleries of Osmani Memo-
rial Hall, Bangladesh National
Museum, and Bangladesh Shilpa-
kala Academy.

Three grand prizes worth Tk
one lakh each will be awarded to
three art works, A 5-member In-
ternational Jury Committee will
select the three best works.

A two-day long international
seminar will also be held on Janu-
ary 10 and 11. The subject of
seminar is ‘Indigenous art tradi-
tions, identity and challenges’.
