Provision of minimum wages
for workers a must

Moyeen tells BILS conference

Information Minister Dr Abdul
Moyeen Khan yesterday stressed
the need for keeping provision of
minimum wages for the workers in
the country.

“There should have provision
of minimum wages and that must
be ensured to help protect the
workers' rights,” he said at the
inaugural session of a two-day
conlerence in the auditorium of
Bangladesh Institute of Admini-
stration and Management (BIAM),

He said that production in
mills and factories could never
reach satisfactory level without
looking into the rights of the
workers.

Bangladesh Institute of Labour
Studies (BILS) organised the con-
ference to discuss matters relating
to trade unions and hammer out
wavs and means to prepare a ac-
ton plan for the year 2002

Around 650 wtrade unionists,
who had been trained in different
aspects of labour issues since the
inception of the BILS in 1995, are
taking part in the conference with
the aim of sharing experiences
about the field level union activi-
ties across the country,

Dr Movyeen Khan said one of
the reasons for workers' depriva-
tion was lack of unity among
them. “Ihey are disorganised and
lackhed basic sense ol trade union-
ism,” he observed,

He said the tume hds come to
organise the workers and thus
brighten the image of trade un-
jonism. Private organisations like
BILS, he said, can plav a vital role
in this context.

BILS Secretary General Nazrul
Islam Khan briefed on the objec-
tives of the BILS and said thar it
was a non-political organisation,
established to help develop skills
of labour movements and protect
the rights of workers.
