H E  m i n d - b o g g l i n g  
installation exhibition of the 
r e p u t e d  s c u l p t o r s  

Hamiduzzaman Khan, Ivy Zaman 
,and Rowen Aziz from overseas, 
opened  at the National Museum on 
26th December. It will last for three 
weeks giving art lovers ample 
chance to examine the dramatic 
creations in steel, bronze, wood and 
paper. "Magnifique!" is what comes 
to the viewers' minds at the outset.

D w e l l i n g  o n  h i s  w o r k  
Hamiduzzaman Khan says, "As you 
enter the Museum premises, in the 
lawn itself, there is a red steel work 
which is painted over with orange, 
which is an oriental colour for me . It 
is very much like the sweep of a 
flying bird's wing. Birds fascinate me 
particularly, along with other ele-
ments of nature. If you dwell on the 
other installations of small forms you 
will notice that each of them are 
simplified forms from nature such as 
the tail of a peacock, the section of a 
body of a snake, fragments of bodies 
of animals such as foxes, bushes, 
trees, leaves etc put into simplified 
geometrical shapes. Each individual 
piece is a mini monument. Seen 
together the  parts of a unified whole 
depiction of nature. They are frag-

ments from my dreams. Strong lines 
and circles complete the work. In this 
particular installation I have tried to 
add volume to my earlier conception 
of work as earlier I had used steel 
sheets. "

Asked where he does his work, 
Hamiduzzaman says," I work in my 
studio at Badda now where I can 
achieve more than what I used to do 
earlier when I used to roam from 
place to place in factories to accom-

plish my goals. My work is now more 
stable and profuse. Even now I take 
help of factory machines when 
necessary, employing bending, 
cutting and welding machines as my 
medium is stainless steel which I 
prefer for its durability. With our rain, 
sun, fungus formation and humidity I 
prefer this medium which I can 
shape at will."

Hamiduzzaman adds," It is nec-
essary to acquaint our art lovers with 
sculpture, not just at hotels and 
crossroads and ancient palaces but 
everyday life. They maybe kept in 
the gardens of the well-to do and 
even on staircase landings.  I 
believe that sculpture is a longer 
lasting medium than paintings which 
are often bought without much 
hesitation. Medium -wise and 
theme-wise there is more scope and 
diversity in sculpture than painting . 
We can go in for steel, wood, paper 
or boulders for the different lan-

guages of sculpture. Its durability 
cannot be refuted. Our religion is 
biased against figurative work but 
here we present non-figurative items 
though they are broken and exag-
gerated forms of the reality around 
us. It is only when critiques hold up 
our work that they come to the lime-
light and is appreciated even though 
we may not have fixed clienteles."

Asked why Bangladeshi artists 
hesitate to go in for sculpture, 

Hamiduzzaman says, " It is difficult 
to survive by sculpture alone in most 
parts of the world. Sure, it is easy in 
our neighbouring country India as it 
has its own tradition that goes back 
to centuries. Keeping our Muslim 
background in mind, we can only 
play with forms in mediums like 
boulders coming from the rivers, and 
wood in the countryside , which we 
have aplenty. We can take our ideas 
from nature around us even sitting in 
the cement jungles of our metropo-
lises. Once we can arrange for more 
exhibitions of sculpture, the taste for 
this medium will automatically grow."

Asked about the influences in his 
work, Hamiduzzaman says," You 
know that I had a serious accident 
after which I went to Africa where I 
was confronted with many sclupture 
pieces and then  UK and there the 
works of Henry Moore --who took 
sculpture out of the homes and had it 
mingle with environment-- greatly 

affected my work.My work too has 
similar  dialogue with environment 
and space. Sculpture is not to be 
confined to museums and palatial 
homes of the rich."

Talking about why she is making 
sculptor even though there is no 
visible profit, Rowen Aziz says, " I've 
been sculpting for about 11 years 
now, having completed my MFA in 
combined media two years ago  at 
Hunter College in New York city 

having done my bachelor's in Hamp-
shire College , Amherst, MA. I'm 
here for two months on a reunion 
with my family, part of which has 
flown over here from overseas. I'm 
back for good but I'll be moving on. 
The reason I make sculpture is not 
for profit but rather because in my 
thinking I'm three dimensional. I 
don't like the 2-D medium all that 
much except in photography where 
I've done a lot of experimentation, 
trying to bring in the element of time, 
which may not be the 3-D of space 
as it is a flat medium. I found with my 
very first teacher in drawing that  art 
is not just about making a nice image 
; it has its own philosophy and it's 
developed over a long period of time. 
The different concepts of modern art 
brought me into the field of art rather 
than a drive just to assail in pictur-
esque painting."

Asked if she had flown over some 
of her sculpture pieces or if she had 

done some in Bangladesh, Rowen 
says," Some are from USA while I've 
made a few pieces here. Some of the 
items were pretty heavy considering 
air cargo limitations such is this 
plywood piece called 'Seated 
woman' which represents what the 
title says and I've included geometri-
cal shapes with the dramatic black 
which appeals to me most of all. 
Most of my work doesn't have much 
colour per se. My work is more about 

the structure and shape. When you 
take away colour you can see the 
structure and form much better. Of 
course, drama enters with black and 
the choice of colour was intentional. 
As regards the different joineries , 
my work has gestures at every facet. 
This work is also about the process 
of creating the finished piece. I 
chose plywood  as I like working in 
wood and I needed a flat shape 
which I have fixed with glue. My work 
here is about how things join and 
meet. Hence the meeting points and 
joineries are the most important 
parts of my work and that's why they 
are so prominent."

Elaborating on her other works at 
the exhibit, Rowen says, "'Fold' is 
donated to the Rotary International 
to help those with HIV/AIDS. This 
was made here and is cast in bronze. 
As the original form was in clay it is a 
shape that you can work with using 

your fingers. Consequently the 
medium is very different from wood. 
This reflects some of my current 
thoughts about a future direction in 
my work and as the name tells you it 
literally presents a fold in space. It 
presents the different properties of 
space. Taken from Physics and 
Mathematics those are the particular 
thoughts I had behind my creation." 
The image is both straight and folded 
in parts. The reason for  the silver 

and gold colours are to express the 
medium rather than to cover it up as 
it is the hue of both the mould and the 
bronze. The reason for the two 
pieces is because this is like a mini 
installation by itself where the artist 
created a space where different 
objects interacted with each other.

Rowen says that she has the 
backing of her entire family, specially 
her father Dr KMA Aziz, and anthro-
pologist who was a senior scientist of 
the ICDDR,B.

Ivy Zaman, whose interesting 
pieces were also included in the 
display, says," I have dealt with the 
Bangladeshi countryside such as 
the  wood  p ieces  f rom the  
Sunderbans. I've called one piece 
Nature in Bangladesh' which repre-
sents the life in that area where living 
creatures grow up with all the beauty 
and charm of nature. We might walk 
pass by it or burn it down for fire 
wood. This has been seen by many 

otherwise and here I focus on it in 
particular in the museum for all to 
ponder over. The curves, shapes, 
size and colours are to remind 
people of the freedom of our country-
side where I myself have spent my 
childhood and therefor many of my 
pieces are nostalgic ones .Here you 
see one log placed over another."

"In another piece labelled 'Mud 
house' I have kept only the doors 
through which the light and shade 

play games within and outside the 
house .The crescent shape has 
been included to heighten the natu-
ral beauty of the scenario that the 
piece represents. I have brought in 
t h e  S a u n t a l  c o m m u n i t y  o f  
Shantiniketan where I had once 
studied in another piece. I imagine  
the gypsies going past the wavy 
walls of their ghetto. There are then 
the pods of large beans forming a 
tripod type image. There are various 
pieces outside the museum along 
the garden too which includes 
shapes of mushrooms and broken 
egg shells. 

Bridging space and time the three 
dynamic and committed artists have 
presented relations, symmetries,  
fragments, joined incongruities of 
human existence along with nature 
and the inseparable mechanized 
existence around.
