T HE atmosphere on the 
opening of the Nrityanchal's 
five-day long dance and 

music festival on January 10 
evening at Bangladesh Shishu 
Academy auditorium was electric. 
People were eager to sock in the 
enthusiasm in the air surrounding 
the festival. The graceful presence 
of the two celebrated cultural 
personalit ies in the festival 
Soumitra Chattapadhaya and 
Mamata Shankar from West Bengal 
created quite a stir in the city's 
cultural circle. 

In her brief note, Mamata 
expressed her grat i tude to 
Bangladeshi people for being 
invited on such a great cultural 
event organised by Nritiyanchal.

"Pleasure of my first ever visit to 
Bangladesh this time is unbounded. 
I am not adept in expressing myself 
in words. Whatever I have to say, I 
can speak out in my dance." 
Mamata said in a voice choked with 

emotion.
When invited to say a few com-

plimentary words on opening cere-
mony, Soumitra commented, 
"There is an intimate cultural bond-
age between Bangladesh and West 
Bengal. I don't happen to visit 
Bangladesh without particular 
engagement. I have come to Ban-
gladesh thrice before this time. But 
this time I am too happy with the 
honour, hospitability and love you 
have offered me. If any one asks 
who I am, my answer would be I am 
a Bangalee---a Bangladeshi. In that 
case I would mean a greater Ban-
gladesh."

He said what impressed him 
most was the planning of festival. 
He appreciated marks of aesthetic 
taste in the organisation of entire 
programme. "Art and culture is a 
media which manifests delicacy 
and excellence achieved in human 
life," Soumitra remarked pointing at 
Nrityanchal Festival. He further 
said, "Firm bondage between the 
two Bengals may be further 
enhanced through such cultural 
exchanges.

Muhammad Jahangir, convenor 
of the Festival Preparatory Commit-
tee, announced that Nrityanchal 
was proud to pay tributes to all the 
dedicated cultural personalities. 
Portraits of country's great luminar-
ies of dance, Uday Shanker, Bulbul 
Chowdhury, Gaoher Jamil and G.A 
Mannan, were seen hanging at the 
entrance of the auditorium 

Nrityanchal honoured four artists 
for their contribution in the field of 
dance including Bazlur Rahman 
Badal, Yogesh Chandra Das, S.Z. 
Jeenat Jahan and ustad Rashed 
Uddin Talukdar. They were 
accorded a reception on the inaugu-
ral day.

An eminent dance teacher of 
Rajshahi, Bazlur Rahman Badal 
comes from an aristocratic Muslim 
family of Maldah, India. In childhood 
he was inspired and initiated into 
dance by his mother. His first dance 
guru was Abul Kashem and later he 
learnt from Niren Chaki. After his 
Matriculation, financial constraints 
forced him to earn his living himself. 
Despite, it could not hinder his 
dance practice. After Indian parti-
tion in 1947 he settled in Rajshahi 
and continued to learn dance with 
Ustad Monu Master and Ustad 
Dukhu Master. Being invited by 
Maharaja of Kuchbihar, Badal 
performed at the Royal court and 
charmed all present. In 1954 he 
earned audience's admiration at an 

internat ional  programme at  
Gulistan Cinema hall Dhaka. 
Besides this he performed at an 
international programme at Art 
Council of then Pakistan. Currently 
he is a dance teacher at a number of 
institutions including Rajshahi 
Shilpakala Academy.

Yogesh Chandra Das fled away 
from home to India where he hap-
pened to meet Anita Das Gupta who 
was a dance teacher at Shanti 
Niketon. Yogesh started learning 
dance with her and when he came 
back to country, he had to face a 
very adverse situation as a dancer. 
Since the social environment then 
was not in favour of cultural activi-
ties, he had to travel a thorny path in 
this field.

Dance dramas like 'Mahua', 
'Nakshi Kanthar Math', Kabar', 
'Ganani, Chitrangada performed in 
his direction earned huge public 
acclamation. A good number of 
dance artistes have come out out 
his dance school Notraj Shilpi 
Niketon. As an uncompromising 
dance exponent, Yogesh has been 
striving to give dance a ground in a 
very adverse environment.

S.Z. Jeenat Jahan was born in 
1940 in Kushtia at a culturally aristo-
cratic family. She showed an ardent 
interest in dance in her very child-

hood. She first got admitted to 
'Nritya Bharati Institute' and her first 
dance guru was 'Prahlad Das'. 
Jeenat visited Srinagar in 1961 to 
take part in a dance programme 
held in honour of the then prime 
minister Baksi Golam Muhammad 
of Kashmir. In 1962 she performed 
Manipuri dance and dance drama 
Chitrangada at All India Dance 
Festival organised by 'Nritya 
Bharati.' Since the birth of Bangla-
desh Television in 1964, Jeenat has 
been working as an enlisted dance 
artiste and dance director. She has 
proved her talent in teaching dance 
at several dance institutions at 
home and abroad.

Ustad Rashed Uddin Talukder is 
an inseparable part of cultural 
progression in the country's south-
ern region. Emergence of dance 
and music in greater Khulna region 
owes much to his relentless efforts 
and devotion. He had a great incli-
nation to dance since his childhood. 
He spent much of his youth as a 
persevering apprentice of dance 
while a student at Khulna B.L. 
College. At this time he came in 
contact with eminent music guru 
Shuklal Chakrabarti and S.A. 
Razzak from both of whom he 
received taalim in music. He learnt 
classical music and Nazrul song 

from Pratham Nath Chowdhury of 
Pabna. To earn higher education in 
dance, he got admitted to 'Natraj 
Kalakendra' of West Bengal in 
1964. Later, having returned home, 
Rashed established an institution 
called 'Nazrul Academy' in Khulna 
where he used to train dance and 
music learners. During this time he 
earned an immense fame, perform-
ing dance at notable programmes 
across the southern part of the 
country. His popularity went very 
high.

Among many other outstanding 
works of Rashed, much acclaimed 
dance drama 'Raktakta Jerusalem' 
(a bleeding Jerusalem) written 
about prolonged political suffering 
of the Palestinians is mention 
worthy.

The inaugural ceremony con-
cluded with the recital of a dance 
drama 'Mahua' which enthralled the 
audience most. Mahua portrays a 
splendid triumph of love over social 
discrimination and death. This folk 
tale sings joy of love's victory.
