Air pollution caused by emitting
black smoke from two-stroke
auto-rickshaws could be reduced
significantly using catalytic con-
verter in the three wheelers, a
study said.

“A catalytic converter of TK
4,500 could reduce the amount of
hydrocarbon in the black smoke to
186 PPM,"” the study revealed.
