People’s opinion sought for
sustainable development

Workshop in Sylhet for 10-year course of action

A day-long workshop was held in
Svlhet on Tuesday to gather peo-
ple’s opinion regarding the course
ol action in next 10 years loi
achieving a sustainable develop-
ment in Bangladesh.

The Ministry ol Environment
and Forest, Divisional Commis-
sioner's Office, Forum ol Envi-
ronmental Journalists ol Bangla-
desh (FEJB) and civil society bod-
ies jointly organised the workshop
at the Bangladesh Rural Develop-
ment Training Institute (BRDTI).

Environment Secretary Sabi-
huddin Ahmed attended the work-
shop as chief guest. Divisional
Commissioner of Sylhet AKM
Shamsuddin and leading rural
development planner Khandaker
Mahmudur Rahman chaired the
inaugural and technical sessions
respectively.

I he outcome of the consulta-
tions will be incorporated in the
Country Assessment Report and
the government will present it in
the World Summit on Sustainable
Development (WSSD) scheduled
to be held in Johannesburg from
August 26 to September 4.

The environment secretary in
his speech said that there was an
inherent contlict between “devel-
opment and conservation” and a
sustainable development process

——

could be ensured only through
striking a balance between the
(wWo.

Referring to  the issues of
greater Sylhet in particular, he said
that this region of the country was

rich in diversified natural re-
sources which need to be dealt
with cautious programmes in-
volving people of all strata of life
as watchdog of government devel-
opment activities.

More than 150 people repre-
senting  different  communities,
palitical parties, officials, profes-
sionals, women and ethnic mi-
nority  groups, academics and
students  joined  the  workshop,

'he workshop identilied the is-
sues and praoblems of greater Syl-
het, reviewed the development
pattern in different sectors and
suggested future action plans for
sustainable development.

Issues included poverty
alleviation,  employment, public
health, land resource manage-

ment, lorest and hill conservation,
agriculture and bio-diversity, river
and ‘haor’ management, industrial
pollution and waste management,
sand and stone collection, safe
drinking water, empowerment of
c¢thnic groups, children, women
and tea garden workers, strength-
ening ol the local government,
education awarenesseand role of
the media.

FEJB Chairman Quamrul Islam
Chowdhury, Prof Ahmed Kamal of
Dhaka University, Dr, Mahfuzul
Haque of Environment and Forest
Ministry, Sustainable - Environ-
ment Management  Programme
Co-ordinator Dr. Babar Kabir,
Deputy Commissioners of Sylhe
and Moulavibazar Hasanur Rah-
man and Mokhlesur Rahman,
President of Monipuri Women's
Cooperatives Society Chandrakala
Sharma, Director of BRDTA M.
Nurul Amin and leaders of differ-
ent political parties took part in
the discussion.

FEIB Chairman Quamrul Islam
Chowdhury said that only few
countries were effectively incor-
porating the people's views in
their country papers but “The
Bangladesh government wants to
accommodate your problems,
opinions, and suggestions to for-
mulate future plans and pro-
grammes lor sustainable devel-
opment.”

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Water bird census begins today

BSS., Dhaka

Water bird census in the country’s
haors (water bodies) area will be-
gin today.

A team comprising six bird ob-
servers and two bird researchers,
led by Enam-ul-Hag, National
Coordinator of the Asian Water-
fowl Census, will begin their eight-
day programme of water bird cen-
sus and research. Bangladesh Bird
Club is organising the programme.

The bird watchers will carry

Panabil, Banuarbil, Matlanbil,
Hakaluki Haor, and Boro Haor.
The researchers will make the
initial survey for a year's long re-
search of waterfowl in Tangua
Haor, which is known as “Ramsar
site” internationally.

These haors are the habitats of
80 species of resident water hird
and 90 species of migratory wa-
terfowl. The scientists are consid-
ering the haors as the important
habitats of the migratory water-

areas fall on an Important inter-
national flyway zone of the birds.

The haors are considered as
the survival habitat of a number
globally threaténed birds e
cially Baer's Pochard and Ferrugi-
nous Duck. The team will observe
the condition of these birds in the
haors.

A day-long seminar will be held
at the National Press Club at the
end of March next 1o disseminate
census report and research find-

fowl, especially 20 species of mi-

ings on haors, coast and other
gratory ducks and geese as these
