BCL acnvists of Shamsunnahar
and Pritilata hall units said the
authorities prevented them from
holding the discussion on Ban-
gabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rah-
man. .

The discussion was schedule to
be held at the TV rooms of the two
female halls and Prof Abu Yusul,
former pro-VC of the university
was the chief guest.

Prof. Aslam Bhuiyan, provost of
the Shamsunnahar Hall said it was
decision of the authorities. 1 have

‘had nothing to say as university

authorities did not allow them to
hold the discussion, he added.

The 9th prosecution witness in the
jail killing case, Mohammad
Nayeb Ali Prodhan, was cross-
examined vesterday in the special
court adjacent to the Dhaka Cen-
tral Jail.

Judge Ahmed Jamil Mostala
adjourned the hearing till April 3.

Four national leaders - Syed
Nazrul Islam, Tajuddin Ahmed,
Capt. Mansur Ali and AHM
Quamruzzaman -- were Killed in
the Dhaka central jail on Novem-
ber 3, 1975,

During the cross-examination,
Nayed Ali said he was Chiel Prison
Guard at Dhaka Central Jail in
November 1975,

He told the court that he and
five sepoys were on duty at the
‘new jail” at the Central Jail from 3
to 6 am on November 2, 1975.

I heard an alarm bell and di-
rected the sepoys to be careful.
After a while, four armed men
were seen standing at the corner
of the Deputy Superintendent’s

residence, he told the court,

Nayeb Ali said, then the Jailer
took the bunch of keys from him
and directed a subedar to take the
four leaders from ward no. 1, 2 and
3. They were taken again 1o the
ward in which Syed Nazrul Islam
was keplt.
