The body of Captain Quamruz-
zaman, who died in Sierra Leon
while working in UN peace keep-
ing mission, is yet to be brought
home even after two weeks,

The bewildered family mem-
bers have been waiting every day
for his body expressing only frus-
tration over the delay.

Captain Quamruzzaman, a
young officer of the artillery regi-
ment, was injured seriously in a
road accident at Water Lue in Si-
erra Leon on March 21 along with
three other soldiers.

He succumbed to his injuries
on way to hospital in Dakar, the
capital of Senegal. He was taking
there for better treatment.

Although bodies of other vic-
(ims in the accident were brought
home within a few days, his body
1s still in the hospital in Dakar,
family sources said.

When contacted, Lt Col Jamal
Uddin at MO Directorate said the
arrival of the body of Quamruz-
zaman may be further delayed due
to what he said lengthy proce-
dures in Senegal.

Asked If any special efforts are
being made by the Bangladesh
Army (o bring his body quickly, he
said “The local procedures cannot
be bypassed.”

On being insisted how long will
it take to complete the formalities,
he said “We hope the body can be
brought back within a week.”

Asked if the body of the late
captain has to be taken to Sierra
Leone where he served, Jamal
Uddin replied “ Possibly the body
will be flown back by commercial
flight direct from Senegal.”

He married Rehana Zaman
Liza, a lirst year honours student
of Eden Girls College in October
last.

College.

The members of his family ex-
