‘Colleges under NU
remain open only
88 days in a year’

I'welve hundred colleges under
the National University remain
open for only 88 days in a year for
academic activities.

lhe remaining 277 days are
lost mainly due to unscheduled
holidays, said leaders of the
Bangladesh Chhatra Union (BCU),
a left-leaning student organisa-
tion.

They said the classes remain
suspended for nearly 140 days
when different examinations un-
der the National University are
held in these colleges. And the
number of weekly holidays and
other public holidays is 137.

In addition, strikes and hartals
took their toll on the academic
activities, the BCU leaders said at a
press conference on the Dhaka
University campus yesterday.

The leaders expressed concern
that the academic activities of
around six lakh students were
disrupted due to such huge num-
ber of unscheduled holidays.

Demanding arrangement of
alternative exam centres, they said

[ that shortage of teachers and lack

of proper infrastructure facilitles

Alam, city unit president Sajedul

are also disrupting the academic
acuvities,

They also demanded appoint-
ment of adequate number of
leachers.

The leaders alleged that cor-
ruption and mismanagement of
the National University officials
are the major reasons for session
jam in the educational institutions
under the university.

They announced that the BCU
will hold a convention with the
students of National University in
the city on May 31 with a view to
solving these problems,

BCU president Sharifuzzaman
Sharif, general secretary Noor

Haq and general secretary Alamgir
Kabir, among others, addresscd
the press conference.
