Australia and 
Britain seeds

Australia and Britain will not face 
each other in the Davis Cup World 
Group qualifying round when the 
draw is made on Wednesday after 
the nations were named as seeds 
by the Internat ional  Tennis 
Federation. 

Australia, with 27 Davis Cup 
titles, and Britain, with nine, were 
joined by Belgium, Brazil, Germany, 
the Netherlands, the Slovak 
Republic and Switzerland as 
seeded nations for the play-off ties 
to decide who competes in the top 
flight next year. 

They will be drawn against 
Canada, Finland, India, Morocco, 
Romania, Thailand, Venezuela and 
Zimbabwe at the draw in London. 

The criteria for seeding, used by 
the Davis Cup Committee, includes 
the current ITF Davis Cup Nations 
Ranking as well as consideration for 
the rankings of players likely to 
participate, experience on different 
surfaces and experience in doubles.

Ninth-seeded Slovakian Daniela 
Hantuchova comfortably advanced 
to the second round of the 585,000-
d o l l a r  B a u s c h  a n d  L o m b  
Championships with a 7-5, 6-4 
victory over Australia's Evie 
Dominikovic on Monday. 

Hantuchova, who claimed her 
first WTA title when she stunned 
former world number one Martina 
Hingis at Indian Wells in March, 
overcame a poor service game (55 
per cent) to beat her 21-year-old 
opponent in just 70 minutes. 

The 18-year-old Slovakian will 
meet eighth seed Arantxa Sanchez-
Vicario of Spain in the second round 
on Tuesday. 

Two-time Grand Slam winner, 
and 1998 Amelia Island champion 
Mary Pierce of France also 
advanced with a 6-2, 6-3 victory 
over Germany's Vanessa Henke. 

In other first round matches, 
11th-seeded South African Amanda 
Coetzer, who committed 25 
unforced errors and only had 11 
winners, was thrashed 6-2, 6-1 by 
Croatia's Iva Majoli in under an hour, 
while 10th-seed Elena Dementieva 

beat America's Lilia Osterloh 7-6, 6-
3. 

World number two Venus 
Williams, who is the top seed for the 
tournament had a bye for the first 
round and will meet compatriot Amy 
Frazier on Tuesday. 

Second-seed Belgian Justine 
Henin and third-seed Yugoslav 
Jelena Dokic also received first 
round byes. 

Dokic won her fourth WTA tour 
title on Sunday with a 6-2, 6-2 vic-
tory over Russia's Tatiana Paniova 
at the Sarasota Open. 

Meanwhile, an embarrassed 
tournament official has admitted his 
error after an opening round match 
at the Championships has been 
played on a wrongly-measured 
Stadium Court. 

Anne Kremer's 5-7, 6-4, 6-2 win 
over Jennifer Hopkins in the presti-
gious event featured an unusually 
high 29 double faults. 

When WTA officials, acting in 
response to the players' complaints, 
measured the court, they found the 
service line had been placed three 
feet (0.9144 metres) closer to the 
net than it should have been. 

After deliberating for six hours, 
the WTA ruled the result would 
stand. 

"I screwed up," Bert Evatt, head 
of court maintenance at Amelia 

Island Plantation said after 
Monday's mix-up. 

"I've been lining these courts for 
22 years, have done it hundreds of 
times and have never messed it up 
like this before," he told the Florida 
Times-Union newspaper. "I flip-
flopped the distances, it's supposed 
to be 21 feet from the net to the 
service line and then 18 feet to the 
baseline. 

"I made it 18 and 21. Both sides 
were the same because when you 
measure the first service court, you 
take that exact distance to the other 
side. Thus service courts on both 
sides were three feet short." 

The WTA said in a statement: 
"Under these rules, an umpire's 
decision on matters such as court 
measurements shall be final, unless 
it is a matter permissibly appealed to 
the umpire, in which case the ref-
eree's decision shall be final. 

"Here, the chair umpire deemed 
the court to be playable and the 
referee deferred to that decision. 

"The court was measured follow-
ing the match and the service lines 
on both ends were found to be short 
of regulation length. The lines were 
adjusted before another match was 
played." Goran, Lleyton 

top choices

Wimbledon champion Goran 
Ivanisevic and world number one 
Lleyton Hewitt head the list of con-
tenders for this year's Queen's club 
tournament, organisers of the lead-
ing men's Wimbledon warm-up 
event announced Monday. 

This year's championship takes 
place at the London venue from June 
10-16 with Australian Hewitt, cham-
pion for the past two years, looking to 
become the first player since John 
McEnroe (1979-81) to win three 
successive Queen's titles. 

"As soon as I pick up my racquet 
and get on the grass (at Queen's) I 
feel match tough," said Hewitt. 

"I made the semis in 1999, and 
the next two years I won the title. 

"In my opinion they are the best 
grass courts in the world -- the 
bounce is true and the ball really 
comes onto your racquet." 

But it is Ivanisevic who is set to be 
the darling of the crowds. 

Last year, as a wild card, he 
excited fans across London at 
Wimbledon defeating Hewitt's com-
patriot Pat Rafter in a dramatic final 
to finally claim the world's oldest 
Grand Slam.

Arnold chipped in with a valuable 57 

to boost his team's total. 
Arnold put on 43 for the fifth 

wicket with Romesh Kaluwitharana 
and 52 off 42 balls for the sixth with 
Upul Chandana (30). 

Fast bowler Shoaib Akhtar was 
the pick of Pakistan's bowlers, 
taking three for 30 in his 10 overs. 

Jayasuriya never looked back 
after taking 22 runs in one over from 

Abdul Razzaq. 
He gave a chance at 72 when he 

pulled Razzaq to deep square-leg 
where Yousuf Youhana spilled an 
easy catch. 

But none of the other main bats-
men settled in, till Arnold led the 
fightback by the lower order and 
post a challenging total. 

Jayasuriya missed his 12th one-

day century by 13 runs when he was 
finally dismissed in the 25th over, 
edging an away swinger from 
Razzaq to wicketkeeper Latif.

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"I have been disappointed with 
myself... I have to learn to finish 
games," he said in a recent televi-
sion interview. 

Both Tendulkar and Lara are 
perceived as being as enigmatic as 
they are brilliant. 

Lara quit the West Indian team 
for almost six months in early 2000 
after an unsuccessful stint as cap-
tain. He played golf while the rest of 
the cricketing world wondered about 
his future. 

He was coaxed back to the team 
but missed home series against 
Zimbabwe and Pakistan, saying he 
was not mentally prepared due to 
inadequate support from the cricket 
authorities. 

Tendulkar, who has twice given 
up the India captaincy, leads a low-
profile life, out of the limelight when 
off the cricket field. 

His mannerisms, and even more 
his new conservative playing style, 
suggest that the wonder boy -- he 
was first capped aged 16 -- has 

consciously slipped into the mould 
of the team's elder statesman. 

"I've learnt to pace my innings 
better, I think my style has changed 
a bit," Tendulkar says, adding he 
has become more conservative in 
his shot selection and cut down on 
uninhibited strokeplay. 

Lara, like Tendulkar, seen as the 
core batsman in a weakening West 
Indies side, believes in hitting out of 
trouble. 

He smashed Sri Lanka's bowlers 
to three big hundreds late last year 
for a 688-run series aggregate at 
114.6 but still could not save his 
team from a 3-0 whitewash. 

The Caribbean series will be 
demanding for both men, Lara 
returning from a three-month injury 
to try and preserve West Indies's still 
impressive home Test record while 
Tendulkar strives to give India their 
first series win outside south Asia in 
17 years. The contest will also settle 
the "who's the best?" debate -- at 
least for now.

Bests face to face 
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
