HE second annua l  
fashion show of the 
Inspiration School of

Eight themes were allotted to 
the designers, who, divided into 
groups of one or two created 
their designer wears. Nusrat 
Jebin and Ayesha Ahmed Khan 
presented a collection of 
dresses - sleeveless tops and 
trousers -- presented by both 
male and female models. 

The colour scheme they had 
chosen was blue and all its tone. 
Supporting colours were black, 
navy blue, sky blue and white. 
Denim, gabardine, twill-cotton, 
khadi and cotton fabrics and 
knit-materials were used for the 
annual show. 

On the second queue on the 
ramp the models wore dresses 
designed on the theme 'Infinity' 
designed by Sharmin Jahan and 
Farzana Bari.
