On reducing deficit
One must appreciate the esteemed 
Finance Minister Mr. Saifur 
Rahman's proclivity towards fiscal 
conservatism. Reducing deficit 
spending cannot be but positive for 
a country like Bangladesh. We 
simply cannot at this stage afford to 
add mounting inflation, fuelled by 
unbridle government spending, to 
our imposing list of concerns. How-
ever, the way the issue of cutting 
deficits is being approached maybe 
flawed.
A balanced budget cannot be by 
itself the answer to Bangladesh's 
economic problems. In fact, I am not 

quite sure whether it is part of the 
answer at all. The nation is in dire 
need of improved human and capi-
tal infrastructure. We need better 
roads, schools, healthcare, financial 
facilities and power sources. Priva-
tising these services will not insure 
the proper provision of these ser-
vices. Given the market imperfec-
tions and the unavailability of con-
sumer information it is very difficult 
to gauge the willingness to pay for 
essential facilities such as educa-
tion and healthcare. And that is 
assuming that people are actually 
wealthy enough to pay for them. 
Private enterprise will not cater to 
markets where markets do not exist. 
Therefore the outreach of services 
such as healthcare, power and 
education might be severely cur-
tailed if they are placed under the 
auspices of private business. For 
the time being most of these ser-
vices must be publicly provided. 
This obviously calls for government 
spending
The Finance Minister is right in 
curtailing excessive spending on 
loss making public industries. 
However, it is not a question of how 
much we spend but rather what we 

spend on. The focus should not be 
so much on balancing the budget 
but rather changing the channels of 
spending. Reasonable amounts of 
deficit even in the long run will not 
spiral the country into stagflation. As 
long as we refrain from the fiscal 
excesses of the Latin American 
countries in the early 80s we should 
be in acceptable shape in that 
regard. However, unnecessary 
austerity measures now will drasti-
cally retard the progress of the 
nation in the future. 
The priority of the present govern-
ment should not be to reduce 
spending per se but to shift public 
expenditure from non-essential to 
essential service sectors that can-
not be reasonably catered to by 
private enterprise. The government 
must place equal importance on 
preventing financial losses through 
corruption and administrative 
excesses. One cannot stress 
enough on the exigency of limiting 
fiscal deficit by means of reducing 
systemic excess. 
A balanced budget is always attrac-
tive and I am sure it would be appre-
ciated by international agencies 

such as the IMF and the World 
Bank. However, it may not be the 
panacea to Bangladesh's long-term 
ills. Achieving budget balance by 
stopping government spending 
altogether instead of focusing on 
disciplined spending will be like 
throwing the baby out with the bath 
water.

In domestic news the Mayor  
in  waiting, Sadek Hossain 
Khoka, promises to eradicate 
mosquitoes, traffic and crime 
in that order. The same sort of 
vacuous comments as made 
by beauty pageant contes-
tants when they promise to 
work for world peace.
