MYV Salauddin was hit by
another launch: Witnesses

MV Salauddin that sank in mid-
Meghna on Friday night might
have been hit by another passing
launch during the violent storm,
witnesses told one of the probe
committees in Patuakhali,
According to three witnesses
who testified yesterday morning to
the committee formed under the
Ministry of Shipping and headed
by Deputy Secretary B 1D Mitra,

MV Salauddin was hit by one of

the two other passenger vessels
satling with it near Shaitnal at
about 9:35 pm.

'he witnesses, Wadud Munshi,
Masood and an Ansar Habilder
Abu Hanil, all Irom Galachipa
upazila of Patuakhali said they
heard a big bang seconds before
the vessel capsized. They said that
the vessel was able to maneuver in
the violentstorm but it lost control
and sank soon after the knock.

Mecanwhile, the investigating
tcams have indicated that MV
Salauddin had design faults for
which it could not withstand the
violent storm while other passen-
ger vessels sailing almost at the
same time could withstand.
