¢-laiba carricd out a suicide at-
tack against Indian parlicoment on
December 13, 2001,” Prof Zillur
Rahman Khan said in his paper.

He said it has been a shame for
Iwo nations, where one-third of
their peoples subsist on less than
one dollar a day, to divert huge
resources to nuclear arms race
rather than for poverty alleviation
and human development where
the real securiry rests.

“The primordial survival in-
stinct  should prompt them to
negotiate to resolve all outstand-
ing problems including Kashmir,”
Prof Zillur Rahman Khan said.
