A fills up the mind as one 
enters the lobby of the 

National Museum in the city, the 
venue of a calligraphy exhibition 
now on view. 

Dhaka Sahittya Sanskriti 
Kendra, a cultural organisation, 
hosts the exhibition featuring 85 
works of calligraphy and wood 
cu t  i n s ta l l a t i ons  by  24   
renowned and up-and coming 
artists. For a good number of the 
participating artists this exhibi-
tion marks their first exposure 
into the cultural landscape of the 
country. 

The big names of our art 
world that the exhibition has 
managed to rope in are  
Murtaza Basheer, Abu Taher, 
Shamsul Islam Nizami, Abdus 
Satter, Rasa and Sabih-ul-Alam

Verses from the Holy Qur'an 
assume soothing and sublime 
forms in refreshing shade and 
colour. Done in oil, acrylic, pas-
tel, mixed media, print, etching, 
on metallic block and on wood, 
the magnificent array of calligra-
phy work render the viewers 
captivated. A number of exhibits 
lay emphasis on lines, while 
others concentrate on bright 
colour, yet others on the har-
mony of the words that are 
being written with artistic imagi-
nation.

Mahbub Murshid, a partici-
pating artist, says, 'Here in this 
exhibition, most of the works 
contain abstract subject and this 
has been done to bring a new 
dimension in Arabic calligraphy 
in Bangladesh.' Mahbub, who 
had served for long as an 
apprentice to artist S M Sultan, 
feels, there is no religious 
restriction in improving and 
creative reshaping of the Arabic 
alphabets. 

Ha Mim Kefayetullah, the 
youngest artist featuring in the 
exhibition, says 'When my

friends used to play games 
outside, I often opted for a 
secluded spot in my home or 
somewhere else, where I could 
concentrate on my works of art. 
Later on, after getting admitted  
into a Madrassah, I continued 
with my passion for calligraphy.'

Aminul Islam is a graduate 
from Bogra Fine Arts Academy. 
Amin prefers to present Arabic 

calligraphy in a bold and striking 
manner, with a background 
depicting human anatomy. An 
intricate drawing of the heart, 
lungs, muscles and the fine 
blood vessels and veins are 
visible in the neatly organised 
background. The artist, who 
seems to have a sound knowl-
edge of human anatomy draws 
verses of the Qur'an with sug-

gestion of the bio-mechanic 
activities of the human organs. 
Deep red, yellow, blue and ashy 
shades used in the composition 
of the organs, accompany 
white-lettered Arabic calligra-
phy, all of which mingle and rise 
upwards to a opening through 
which a bright light shows the 
way. 

Artists Nasiruddin Ahmed, 

Amirul Haque and Mubasshir 
Majumdar depict calligraphy 
through forms and designs of 
the floral element. Peace and 
tranquility in the society can be 
brought about through harmoni-
ous co-existence  and friend-
ship. The symbolic forms in red, 
green and bright blue petals are 
indicative of this harmony. 
Monuar Hossain brightens his 

floral presentations with the 
addition of a deep orange 
Krishnachura tree beside his 
large calligraphy composition.

Reputed artists such as 
Murtaza Basheer, Abu Taher 
and Abdus Satter display works, 
all of which contain more 
abstract themes and subjects 
compared to their junior col-
leagues. Works of Basheer and 

Taher display striking colour 
composition. Rasa, a renowned 
sculptor of the country, puts on 
show a sculptural piece in flow-
ing calligraphic design, which 
provides a refreshing variation 
to the entries of the show.

The exhibition is open for all 
from 10 am to 5 p.m. everyday 
till June 4.
