Saudi coach Nasser Al-Johar
must decide whether to stick with
goalkeeper Mohammed Al-Deayea,
who looked out of his depth on
Saturday.

Al-Johar may also make
changes to his defence and Fouzi
Al-Shehri, who turned 22 last
month, is likely to start.

But it is the midfield area which is
set for the biggest shake-up after
Saturday's rout.

Youngster Mohammad Al-
Shlhoub, the left winger known as
'Baby Maradona' in Saudi Arabia,
and defensive midfielder Omar Al-
Ghamdi could form part of the
starting line-up at the expense of
Khamis Al-Owairan and Abdallah Al-
Waked.

When striker Hwang Sun-hong
reeled away from Poland's goal
after putting South Korea ahead in
their World Cup match on Tuesday,
he sprinted straight to embrace
coach Guus Hiddink rather than his
team mates.

South Koreans -- from once-
sceptical reporters to corporate
management gurus -- are now
looking at Hiddink's magnetic style
and charismatic touch to see what
there is to learn for one of Asia's
most vibrant economies as well as
future soccer success.

"Guus Hiddink is an executive
manager of soccer. He is not a
'soccer engineer' who only knows
skill," said the daily newspaper
Donga llbo.

"Soccer is management," it said
in a banner headline the day after
co-hosts South Korea beat Poland
2-0 in their opening World Cup
group D match. "Forever soccer
CEO."

Hiddink is firmly in the spotlight
for his management style as much
as for the sporting task of rebuilding
the team in 18 months to achieve
South Korea's first win in five World
Cup tournaments.

"Strategy genius Hiddink, we
love you!" said a headline from
another daily Maeil Business
Newspaper, revels Tuesday's

victory.

FIFA, world soccer's governing
body, ranks South Korea 40th
internationally but they played
impressively against Poland and in
recent friendlies after receiving
Hiddink's advice.

Media and management experts
have tried to find the reasons for
Hiddink's success. They point to
what they see as his impartiality in
assessing strong points and his own
ability to manage a team efficiently
from the top.

"Koreans generally like his
(Hiddink's) leading style, his disci-
pline, his impartiality and an eye for
a good talent," said Kim Do-hoon,
industrial policy analyst with the
Korea Institute for Industrial
Economics and Trade, a govern-
ment think tank.

"He is independent and impartial
because he is European, com-
pletely un-Korean. He is not
involved in any political intrigues
here," he said.

"If we apply Hiddink's leadership
to other areas, maybe we can even
change our society."

South Korea is one of the best
performing economies in Asia and is
looking to develop further by co-
hosting the World Cup with Japan.
The governor of the central Bank of
Korea said on Wednesday he was
expecting 6-7 percent growth this
year compared with three percent
lastyear.

South Korea had economic
problems when it had to go cap-in-
hand to the International Monetary
Fund during the 1997-98 financial
crisis. In soccer, the South Koreans
returned from the 1998 World Cupin
France after a dismal showing that
included a 5-0 drubbing by the
Netherlands -- then coached by
Hiddink.

Former South Korea head
coaches, who were all Korean, were
not free from outside pressures in
selecting players.

Culturally, South Koreans
heavily rely on private relationships
based on family, school and home-
town ties.

Hiddink's style of sticking to his
principles and believing in himself
was also noted in newspapers. He
pushed for basic physical training
right up to the big match.

"He was not moved at all by all
those media criticisms of his way of
training," said Donga llbo.

"He's a great leader. Since we
didn't have a good director, we
hadn't won any game before, even
with all the talented players. But
Hiddink proved to be the most
appropriate leader for the team."
said Choi won-hee, a 23-year-old
female studentin Seoul.

"I hope he will stay in Korea to
initiate a power programme
designed to develop new football
players," said Kim Yong-suck, a 38-
year-old salesman.

Whistle wizard

Some people think that all you have to
do is blow into a whistle to emit a shrill
peep that can be heard above the roar
of thousands of fans, but Kazuhiro
Noda, a Japanese craftsman who
claims to produce "the best whistles in
the world," thinks differently.

"Referees care about the quality of
whistles because they are partly
judged on the way they blow up,”
Noda, 71, explained to AFP in an
interview at his home-cum-workshop
of his company, Noda Kakuseisha,
("Crane's Voice") north of Tokyo.

"Sometimes, the referee has to
blow three times, two short bursts,
then a third after taking another
breath. If the quality (of the whistle),
isn't good, he won't be able to do it,"
said Noda.

"That's why referees often have
two whistles," he added.

Noda's whistles the Rolls Royces
of this niche market: cast in nickel,
then repeatedly chrome-plated to
withstand long use and polished to a
mirror finish. The most expensive
model in a gold finish with a serial
number costs 8,400 yen (68 dollars),
although prices start around 3,000
yen.

While not an official supplier to the
2002 World Cup, Noda, a canny
marketing man, is hoping the tourna-
ment will prove a showcase for his
whistles just as France 98 was after
the sound of his craftsmanship
seduced the ears of Masyoshi Okada,
the first Japanese to referee a World
Cup game.

Noda gave him 70 pairs of whistles
(one gold, one silver) to hand out to
other FIFA referees. This year, he
presented 120 pairs to the Japanese
organising committee, JAWOC in the
hope that many of the referees for
matches both in Japan and South
Korea would chose his "babies."

He is not the only manufacturer to
employ this strategy, with rivals
including Canada's Fox 40, and
whistles from Taiwan and lItaly, but
Noda is confident he has a superior
product.

"The Canadian whistle has a low
note which the players hardly react to,
while the Italian one is too tremulous
and the Taiwanese one is of poor
quality," he said.

The secret of a good whistle,
according to Noda, who has been
practising his trade for 34 years, lies in
the size of the opening and the 'pea’
inside. If the hole is too large, the airis
lost soundlessly, while Noda treats his
'peas’ -- actually tiny balls of cork -- to
close the pores and prevent them
becoming saturated with saliva.

"Before going into whistle-making
in 1968 at the request of our American
clients, we had been exporting har-

monicas and other musical instru-
ments for about 50 years, and that's
where our know-how comes from,"
Noda explained.

Noda took as his model for his
earliest efforts British market leader of
the day, J Hudson and Co.'s Acme
whistle, but over the years he has
refined it with the typical perfectionism
ofthe Japanese.

By the early 1970s, Noda
Kakuseisha had overtaken Acme in
North America, shipping 650,000
whistles a year, 300,000 of which
ended up in American schools.

But the inexorable rise in the value
of the yen against the dollar forced the
company to look for other outlets,
such as Europe, where -- "amazed at
the quality of our whistles," according
to Noda, the French company Sampic
acted as its official sales agent for 21
years until 1994.

During that time, the Japanese
whistles found favour far beyond the
playing field, in use with the French
police and national railway operator
SNCF, as well as at NATO headquar-
tersin Brussels.

It was Sampic, which in 1977, first
suggested to its Japanese partner the
idea of manufacturing whistles for
football with a more piercing sound.
They proved so successful that they
have been used by referees in
Germany's Bundesliga since 1978,
and in the 1982 and 1986 World Cups
in Spain and Mexico.

For the current tournament, Noda,
has paid FIFA for the right to stamp its
logo on a limited edition of 1,000 of his
whistles, which will be sold at the 10
Japanese World Cup venues and he
signed a contract with Adidas Japan
too.

Ronaldo's explosive World Cup
comeback in Brazil's 2-1 win over
Turkey is a cause for celebration for
everyone in the game, Spanish
striker Diego Tristan said on
Wednesday.

The 25-year-old Brazilian put
three years of career- threatening
injury problems behind him against
the Turks, capping a fine perfor-
mance with his side's equaliser on
50 minutes.

It was his first World Cup match
since the final in France four years
ago, when his dazed display report-
edly came a few hours after he had
suffered a convulsive fit.

"lt's a joy for football that he's
come back in such style, after the
operations he's had and all the time
he's been without playing," Tristan
said.

"He's come back in great form
and fans, players and everyone who
likes football should be happy about
it."

Tristan highlighted Christian
Vieri, who scored both ltaly's goals
in their 2-0 win over Ecuador, as the
other outstanding striker at the
tournament.

Italy playmaker Francesco Totti
says his team fear no-one and can
go all the way in the World Cup.

Totti was one of the inspirations
behind Italy's comfortable 2-0 win
over Ecuador in their opening group
G match on Monday, setting up the
first of Christian Vieri's two goals
and showing that he is close to
being back to his best after two
months out with injury.

The Italy number 10 said he has
not had the chance to see much of
the World Cup so far, but believes
his side have everything in place to
make itto the final.

"l haven't seen many matches
but lItaly shouldn't fear anyone
because we can go all the way," Totti
told reporters after training on
Wednesday.

Ominously for Italy's opponents,
Totti said that he was not yet firing on
all cylinders.

"I am not at full power yet, but |
am well, physically and mentally
well, that is the important thing for a
player," he said.

Totti's talent first emerged to an
international audience at the 2000
European Championships and the

memory of ltaly's 'golden goal'
defeat to France in the final is clearly
an extra motivating factor for the
striker.

"After Euro 2000 | want to prove
myself to the world with a win," said
the forward, whose reputation has
continued to grow since he helped
his club AS Roma to win the Italian
titlein 2001.

"I think | have done well in
Europe, in the Champions League
and in those European
Championships, and | have gained
a bit more consideration outside
Italy," Totti said.

Totti's precise role in the team is
one of the factors being considered
by Italy coach Giovanni Trapattoni
ahead of Saturday's second game
against Croatia.

But the player says whether he
plays as a striker again or in his
more familiar role behind the front
two is not a worry, although he
clearly prefers the freedom of the
playmaker position.

"Maybe the coach will want to
change something but | am happy
whatever role | play -- | hope to be in
full form," said Totti.

"I definitely like to play behind the
two forwards but the important thing

is to play. Trapattoni has a lot of
forwards and can choose whatever
formation he wants."

Vieri is certain to be one of those
chosen against Croatia after his
impressive opening showing
against Ecuador, and Totti was full of
praise for the burly target man.

"Vieri has charisma he has the
desire to make himself felt. | think
Bobo is in good shape and will be
hard to stop. He really is an impres-
sive force," said Totti.

Totti's glamorous TV celebrity
girlfriend llary Blasi and his mother
have travelled to Sendai to support
the player, something that clearly
pleases him.

"l have people beside me who
love me. I'm happy they are here
with me, they are people | care
about," he said.

Totti laughed off a suggestion
that the presence of his mother
could lead to him being labelled a
'mummy's boy'.

"There is no problem. Mamma is
always Mamma," he said.

AFIFA spokesman said friction arose when the president wanted to visit
the Korean team's dressing room at the stadium in Busan to congratulate
them on their 2-0 victory, the nation's first win ever at a finals.

"We understand that after the game, the president of Korea wanted
understandably to go to the dressing room to congratulate the team, as is his
right," spokesman Keith Cooper told a press conference on Wednesday.

"That led to some confusion in the area around the dressing room.

"We have had explanations and KOWOC (the Korean World Cup organ-
ising committee) have apologised. We hope this will not happen again and
that Kim will have other opportunities to visit the matches," he added.

The president had attended the match with Polish President Aleksander

Kwasniewski.

The stadium in Saitama, built to
resist an earthquake of up to seven
on the Richter scale, was shaken to
its foundations as Philippe
Troussier's Japan recovered from 1-
0 down against Belgium to lead 2-1
before being pegged back to 2-2.

Drummers beat the crowd into a
frenzy as cries of 'Ni-ppon, Ni-ppon’
reverberated around the stadium.
The giant blue Japanese shirt they
unfurled summed up the mood:
"Welcome to blue heaven."

At the same stadium two days
earlier, England's fans had provided
their own loyal brand of deep-
throated vocal backing to the team
in a disappointing 1-1 draw against
Sweden.

Their mood, though, became
more subdued as they realised
Sweden were growing stronger as
the game wore on.

Whether out of naivety or pure
exuberance, the Japanese support-
ers weren't going to be quelled by
the fact that, in the first half against
Belgium, their team was playing
appallingly.

The crowd noise at Saitama was
high-pitched and slightly weird to
the European ear, provoked by the
slightest piece of good play or
sometimes for no apparent reason
atall.

Every forward run by a Japanese
player was greeted with a wild,
almost frightening, surge of noise
that trebled in intensity when
Takayuki Suzuki and the inspira-
tional Junichi Inamoto scored goals
to give Japan a historic World Cup
point.

When Inamoto snaked through
to score what seemed to be a late
winner the clamour peaked, only to
be doused instantly when the ref-
eree harshly ruled the goal out for a
foul.

"Young, fresh, dynamic, clean,"
were the words Troussier used to
describe the supporters, whom he
called his 12th man.

Belgian coach Robert Waseige,
relieved to escape with a draw,
simply said he had never seen
anything like it.

"It's exceptional at the most
important tournament in the world to
see a crowd so positive and so
sporting. It was remarkable."

lobbed the ball beautifully over
Narazaki, and we were tied at 2-
2.The action did not end there
though, as Inamoto had what
seemed like a perfectly good goal
disallowed very late in the game.
