But for all the 
chances they created and the 
possession they enjoyed, they did 
not get a goal, principally due to 
Oliver Kahn's excellent perfor-
mance. Until a minute into injury 
time.

Keane raced through and blasted 
the ball past Kahn to salvage a 
priceless point for the Irish. The 
group is taking shape nicely, and 
both spots in the next round will still 
be up for grabs on the last day, when 
Ireland must fancy their chances 
against Saudi Arabia.

With his distinctive bald head, 
intense grey-blue eyes and com-
manding presence Italian Pierluigi 
Collina is the most instantly recog-
nisable referee in the world. 

He is also regarded as the World 
Cup's outstanding exponent of a 
thankless trade, winning the acco-
lade of best in the world for the 
fourth time last January. 

Appropriately, Collina, a multi-
lingual financial consultant with a 
degree in economics, has been 
entrusted with Friday's potentially 
volatile World Cup group F match 
between Argentina and England at 
the Sapporo Dome. 

The tension is already evident 
between two teams with a long, 
acrimonious history on the field 
complicated by the 1982 Falklands 
(Malvinas) war. 

"To be called to referee England 
versus Argentina is a great honour 
for me," Collina told reporters 

before the tournament. 
"I am very happy, very proud to 

be called to referee such a match. 
It's a big responsibility for me so my 
preparation has to be the best 
possible." 

Collina, 42, the only son of a 
government employee, graduated 
from the University of Bologna in 
1984. 

He played soccer as a teenager 
and started refereeing his team 
mates' training matches while 
recovering from an injury. 

Moving through the divisions, 
Collina refereed his first Serie A 
match on December 15, 1991, and 
soon acquired the nickname Kojak 
after the bald American television 
detective played by Telly Savalas. 

Collina refereed the final at the 
1996 Atlanta Olympics and was in 
charge of the 1999 European Cup 
final between Manchester United 
and Bayern Munich in Barcelona. 

"If you can call it lucky, I have 
been lucky," he said. "At the World 

Cup in 1998 I refereed Belgium 
against Holland, it was also an 
important match." 

Collina deflected any sugges-
tion that he was the world's best. 

"I am very happy about it but I 
don't consider myself the best," he 
said. "I consider myself as part of 
the best group of referees in the 
world. This is the most important 
thing for me. I think each of us is 
working very hard to be well pre-
pared for the high standards that 
football now requires." 

If Italy do not advance to the final 
in Yokohama on June 30, Collina 
has an excellent chance of control-
ling what would be his last World 
Cup match. 

Again he refused to look beyond 
the immediate challenge of 
Argentina against England. 

"It's too early," he said. "It's not 
my goal, I always think step by step. 
I think it is enough to think about 
Argentina versus England for the 
moment." 

Chilavert plays 
mind games

Paraguay's outspoken goalkeeper 
Jose Luis Chilavert gave his first 
news conference of the World Cup 
and played down his reported boast 
that he would definitely score 
against Spain. 

"Clearly the press is the same 
throughout the world. They make 
things up," said Chilavert. "Since I 
arrived in Korea I haven't spoken to 
the press so I don't see how I could 
have said those things." 

Chilavert has been quoted as 
saying he will score two or three 
times in Friday's group B clash with 
Spain and casting doubt on the 
talents of Spanish goalkeeper Iker 
Casillas. 

"My mission, my goal, is to play 
the match to the best advantage of 
the team and, if I get the opportunity 
to take free kicks, to score them," he 
said. 

"It doesn't matter if it's against 
Casillas or anyone else. It's all the 
same to me." 

Chilavert missed Paraguay's first 
match, as 2-2 draw with South 
Africa, through suspension. 

T h e  u n d i s p u t e d  s t a r  o f  
Paraguayan soccer, he has scored 
dozens of goals from penalties and 
free kicks, including eight in interna-
tionals, and is bidding to become the 
first goalkeeper ever to score in the 
World Cup finals.

Italy coach Giovanni Trapattoni has 
dismissed reports claiming striker 
Alessandro Del Piero has become 
estranged from the rest of the 
squad. 

Del Piero was a substitute in 
Italy's opening 2-0 win over Ecuador 
on Monday, coming on in the 74th 
minute. 

"Some papers have said that I 
have put out Del Piero but that is not 
true," Trapattoni told reporters. 

"The fact that he played 20 
minutes in the last game shows that 
he deserves to be here like the 
others. He was one of the best 
players in the championship last 
season. 

"All the players here deserve to 
be here and are considered in the 
same way," added the Italy coach. 

Although Trapattoni is to return to 
a three-pronged attack against 
Croatia on Saturday it is Filippo 
Inzaghi who will partner Christian 
Vieri in attack. 

" Inzagh i ,  De l  P ie ro  and  
(Vincenzo) Montella have all played 
well and it is very close, they all have 
the same chance," said the Italy 
coach. 

Italy play Croatia in their second 
group G game on Saturday. 

Behave Rivaldo

Brazil's Rivaldo, fined 10,000 Swiss 
francs for play-acting in Monday's 
World Cup game against Turkey, 
will face tougher penalties if he 
repeats the faking, FIFA warned. 

The world ruling body's disciplin-
ary committee, saying the incident 
"cheated everybody", has sent a 
letter to the Brazilian federation with 
the warning, FIFA communications 
director Keith Cooper said. 

"The letter says that he may be 
sanctioned strongly by FIFA's 
disciplinary committee if he contin-
ues to behave in this manner," 
Cooper told a news conference. 

Disciplinary committee chair-
man Marcel Mathier added in a 
statement: "We regret a world-class 
player such as Rivaldo has to resort 
to this type of subterfuge. FIFA 
wanted to demonstrate that this 
type of simulation cannot be 
accepted and go unpunished." 

Rivaldo was the first player to be 
punished for feigning injury at the 
World Cup following FIFA instruc-
tions for referees to crack down on 
players faking injuries or fouls. 

Senegal on the
right  course

Senegal 's 1-1 draw against 
Denmark put the African World Cup 
debutants on course for the second 
round, their coach Bruno Metsu 
said. 

Danish coach Morten Olsen said 
his team were lucky to come away 
with a draw after the heat got to them 
in the second half. 

Senegal's French coach, Metsu, 
described the draw as a triumph for 
Africa. 

"When you are 1-0 behind 
against a team like Denmark it is not 
easy to come back," he said, paying 
tribute to the way the players 
responded. 

"As far as the next match is 
concerned, we practically know that 
if we take a point we are qualified for 
the last 16...so we will do everything 
to achieve this," he added. 

Senegal, runners-up in the 
African Nations Cup to Cameroon, 
stunned World champions France in 
the opening game of the World Cup, 
beating them 1-0. 

Olsen said his team played well 
in the first half. 

"I think we can be happy with one 
point because I thought we had 
good control of the game in the first 
half because they could only play 
long balls and we were very danger-
ous on the counter-attack," he said. 
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matches in the evening. I am not 
happy with that."

The match left Denmark and 
Senegal level on four points at the 
top of the group. France and 
Uruguay play later Thursday and 
this result means a defeat for either 
side will see them eliminated from 
the tournament.

Senegal coach Bruno Metsu said 
the result had given his team a great 
chance of progressing to the last 16 
with a match against Uruguay to 
come.

"Our players have been given a 
great lift today," Metsu said. "They 
know they can qualify now.

"It was a great achievement to 
come back from 1-0 down. If we take 
a point against Uruguay next week, 
we'll almost be through," he added. 
"In the second half we played for the 
pride of Africa."

Danish coach Morten Olsen said 
it was a physical match.

"We had to give everything to get 
a point. But in the second half they 
used three or four players in attack 
and they are very physical," he said.

"It thought it was two teams who 
like to play football but I don't think 
we played our normal game in the 
second half.

"Senegal are dangerous from 
free-kicks and corners and we gave 
them too much from those situa-
tions. But we have four points."

A tough-tackling clash at the 

Daegu Stadium saw four Danish 
players booked while Senegalese 
goalscorer Diao was sent off 10 
minutes from time by Guatemalan 
referee Carlos Batres for a badly 
timed tackle on Rene Henriksen.

Earlier Diao, who is expected to 
agree a deal to move from French 
side Sedan to Liverpool after the 
World Cup, had scored a contender 
for goal of the tournament.

Henri Camara dispossessed 
Martin Jorgensen with a superb 
tackle near the Senegal penalty 
area and the ball was swept up-field 
through several players with light-
ning precision to Khalilou Fadiga.

Auxerre-player Fadiga threaded 
a wonderful pass to Diao, who 
finished deftly with the outside of his 
right foot past the advancing keeper 
Thomas Sorensen.

The goal was just reward for 
Senegal coach Bruno Metsu, who 
opted for a more attacking line-up in 
the second half.

As the second half wore on in 
warm late afternoon sun, Senegal 
took control, with their speedy 
forwards led by African footballer of 
the year Diouf keeping the Danes on 
their toes.

The Senegalese should have 
gone 2-1 up after another swift 
b r e a k o u t  s a w  D i o u f  p u t  
Souleymane Camara through on 
goal in the 70th minute. But with only 
Sorensen to beat, Camara blasted 
his shot into the side netting.

Earlier Tomasson gave the 
Danes the lead in a low-key opening 
half.

A quick Danish thrown-in fell to 
Tomasson, who got goal-side of the 
Senegal defence inside the penalty 
area only to be brought crashing 
down by midfielder Diao.

Referee Batres had no hesitation 
in pointing to the spot, and 
Tomasson picked himself up to bag 
his third goal of the tournament and 
18th at international level.

The players were all pumped at the World Cup game between the United 
States and Portugal, but the ball wasn't. 

U.S. coach Bruce Arena said both teams had complained to match 
officials during Wednesday's group D game, which the United States won 
3-2 in a shock upset, that some of the soccer balls used were low on air. 

"I think they have got to do a better job before the games in making 
sure all the balls have the right air pressure. It was obviously a problem," 
Arena said. 

FIFA, soccer's world governing body, confirmed there had been 
complaints at the game, in Suwon, South Korea. 

"The balls were replaced. After the game, all the balls were tested and 
they were all exactly in conformity with the specifications laid down by 
FIFA," communications director Keith Cooper said. 

Many players and coaches have complained about the new 
Fevernova ball being used at the tournament and made for FIFA by 
Adidas. While they say it behaves differently from other balls, FIFA says it 
is the best ever used at a World Cup. 

Striker Brian McBride, Wednesday's man-of-the-match and scorer of 
one of the U.S. goals, said the make of ball had not been the problem. 

"It's just there wasn't enough air," McBride said. "It definitely changes 
the way the ball flies and the amount of pressure you need to put on a 
pass." 

CHINA GAMES FOR FREE AFP, Hong Kong

The Hong Kong government is to screen Saturday's World Cup clash 
between China and Brazil for free on a giant screen at a stadium here for 
football fans who do not have access to cable television.

A spokesman for the Leisure and Cultural Services Department told 
the South China Morning Post that some 30,000 fans would be accom-
modated on a first-come first-served basis at the Hong Kong Stadium.

Cable TV, which holds the local rights to the tournament and plans to 
show all 64 matches, agreed to the arrangement, which followed com-
plaints from fans who do not have cable access.

China's final Group C match, against Turkey on June 13, will also be 
screened at the stadium.

China, making their first-ever appearance in the tournament, lost their 
opening match 2-0 to tiny Costa Rica.

The French and Portuguese teams 
aren't the only ones who are having 
a tough time at the World Cup -- 
ticket scalpers are also taking an 
unexpected beating. 

Japanese ticket scalpers had 
expected that just about any ticket 
that said "2002 FIFA World Cup" 
would sell like hot cakes, but it hasn't 
quite turned out that way. 

A decision by FIFA and Japanese 
World Cup organisers to sell tickets 
by phone and through the Internet, 

along with a shortage of desperate 
fans, has left scalpers holding a lot 
of tickets that they're finding difficult 
to shift. 

In some cases, tickets are going 
at a discount. 

"The situation is very tough 
particularly after FIFA's decision, 
which has opened the way for some 
desperate fans get tickets the 
official way," a 21-year old scalper in 
Sapporo, in northern Japan, where 
three matches are being played. 

Except for matches involving 
Japan, Italy, England and Argentina,

the market is pretty sluggish, he 
said. 

"Before the World Cup, we 
thought the excitement was heating 
up, but such excitement is still not 
coming," he said. 

"There are only very few desper-
ate fans who are willing to spend a 
lot to get tickets," the scalper said. 
"I've also found out that not too 
many people are desperate." 

T h e  J a p a n  W o r l d  C u p  
Organising Committee (JAWOC) 
and FIFA said on Tuesday that 
tickets would be sold by phone and 
through the Internet after ticketing 
foul-ups resulted in several matches 
being played before thousands of 
empty seats. 

Naturally, tickets for Japan's 
matches are in top demand. 

Most World Cup Tickets are 
officially priced at 7,000 to 17,000 
yen. 

But on Tuesday, scalpers were 
getting 100,000-150,000 yen for the 
Japan-Belgium match played in 
Saitama near Tokyo. 

For Japan's games against 
Russia on Sunday and Tunisia next 
week, tickets are being offered at 
200,000 yen. 

Prices for the England-Argentina 
match, to be played in Sapporo on 
Friday, were quoted at between 
45,000 and 65,000 yen on one 
Internet site as of Wednesday 
evening, but the young scalper was 
hoping to get 100,000. 

Otherwise, things were tough. 
In Niigata on Sunday, tickets for 

the Cameroon-Ireland match that 
had a face value of 17,000 yen were 
going for 15,000 just two hours 
before kick-off. 

I n  S a p p o r o  o n  S u n d a y,  
Japanese and German scalpers 
were arrested for selling tickets for 
the Germany-Saudi Arabia match 
for 8,000 yen, just 1,000 yen above 
face value. 

The cheap tickets have upset 
some local fans who bought tickets 
through regular channels. 
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
