"WC-2002 has nothing in common with the championships held in Italy 
(1990), USA (1994) and France (1998)," stated Stoitckov.

According to the former player, the biggest difference between this 
tournament and the previous ones, is that nowadays players are more 
focused on how not to fail, rather than how to win.

"Almost all the matches are rather boring. I am not impressed by any of 
the national teams so far. The professional level of the players is taking a 
turn for the worse year by year, and the stadiums practically stay empty," 
he added.

Stoitckov explained the present situation by the complicated champi-
onships the players had earlier faced in their countries. Even more, there 
are still a number of injured players - national team leaders, who are cur-
rently out of action.

The Bulgarian recalled Zinedane Zidane, who had a brilliant perfor-
mance in the Spanish Championship this season, and said the French star 
would obviously secure his side's win in the WC-2002 opening match 
against Senegal if he were on pitch. 

TALLEST BUDDHA

South Korea on Friday unveiled the world's tallest gold-bronze Buddha 
statue which it hopes will help ensure a successful World Cup football 
tournament.

The 33-meter (109-foot) high cast, which was erected 12 years ago as 
a bronze, has been coated with gold at Beopju-sa, a Buddhist temple 180 
kilometers (111 miles) south of Seoul, after 18 months of work, temple 
officials said.

Korean World Cup Organising Committee said co-chairman Chung 
Mong-Joon and other leaders attended the statue dedication ceremony 
aimed at praying for the successful co-hosting of the World Cup finals.

A Slovenia team scarred by internal 
dissent will be seeking a touch of 
Irish magic when they face South 
Africa on Saturday in World Cup 
group B without their most influential 
player. 

Like the Irish, Slovenia have 
sacrificed a key man, Zlatko 
Zahovic, in a bid to preserve squad 
unity after a bitter row with the 
coach. 

But whereas the Irish bust-up 
between coach Mick McCarthy and 
captain Roy Keane took place 
before the tournament and the team 
has gone on to record two battling 
draws, Slovenia only decided to 
expel Zahovic on Thursday after a 
week of bitter rows with coach 
Srecko Katanec since their 3-1 loss 
to Spain. 

Whether they can regroup in time 
to match a fired-up South Africa 
remains to be seen. 

South Africa come full of belief 
after fighting back from two goals 
down to secure a 2-2 draw with 
Paraguay, midfielder Quinton 
Fortune converting an injury-time 
penalty to register his first goal for 

his country in his 40th international. 
The Slovenian mood looks far 

less positive, battered by a week of 
divisive in-fighting and "harmful 
behaviour" that the federation 
blamed squarely on the fiery 
Zahovic. 

Zahovic finally got the boot on 
Thursday, "with an aim of calming 
the atmosphere in the squad and 
putting all the energy to the following 
World Cup matches," according to 
the Slovenian soccer federation. 

The row was only the latest clash 
between the stylish Benfica attacker 
and the coach widely credited with 
guiding the tiny nation of two million 
people to their first World Cup since 
Slovenia split from the Yugoslav 

Federation in 1991. 
Katanec is lucky enough to have 

a replacement for Zahovic's skills in 
the midfield. It was his substitution 
for Milenko Acimovic against Spain 
that rekindled Zahovic's long-
simmering feud with the coach, and 
Acimovic looks likely to step in 
again. 

South Africa, playing in only their 
second World Cup, are optimistic 
that defender Pierre Issa will 
recover from an ankle injury in time 
to play against Slovenia. 

The 26-year-old twisted his right 
ankle in a 22nd minute challenge on 
Paraguay striker Roque Santa 
Cruz.

Sweden beat Nigeria 2-1 in Kobe 
in a crucial Group F match that the 
Africans could not afford to lose if 
they were to stay in the tournament.

"The penalty awarded against us 
in the second-half was the turning 
point of the game," said Laura 
Osima, a marketing executive.

"The team played well overall but 
then effort does not mean result and 
the reality of it is that for the very first 
time Nigeria has failed to go beyond 
the first round."

Nigeria took the lead in the all-
important first round game through 
leading scorer Julius Aghahowa but 
when Henrik Larsson converted his 

second goal from the penalty spot, 
most Nigerians watching the game 
on television knew it would take 
something really special to get 
anything out of the encounter.

Most people had stayed at home 
to watch the game but as soon as it 
was over the bustling city of Lagos 
roared back to life with the usual 
noise and the notorious traffic jams.

"Rubbish! Rubbish!" screamed 
an angry pedestrian as it dawned on 
him that Nigeria had been knocked 
out of the soccer finals in Asia.

At the University of Lagos, 
shocked students threw bottles at 
passers-by and many refused to 
comment on the match.

People stood around in groups at 
bus stops and on the streets dis-
cussing the defeat and some anger 
was even directed at the Nigeria 
coach Adegboye Onigbinde for 
fielding a "half-fit" Nwankwo Kanu.

"Kanu should not have played. 
He is good player, no doubt, but I 
believe a fully fit player would have 
performed better than him in this 
game," said Lucy Overo, a house-
wife.

Yet even in defeat captain Austin 
'Jay Jay' Okocha was praised for his 
performance as were youngsters 
Joseph Yobo and Christopher 
Justice.

Nigeria will face England 
Wednesday week in their final group 
match, now a meaningless fixture 
for the Eagles.

"We have to play for pride," said 
Jimoh Adekunle.

"We may be out of the World 
Cup, but when it comes to playing 
against England we just cannot 
afford to lose to them. We will play 
our best game of the tournament 
against the English," he added.

In the next round, Zinedine 
Zidane, at his very best, eliminated 
Portugal thanks to an extra-time 
penalty after defender Abel Xavier 
handled the ball inside the box. 

The final against Italy was a 
genuine masterpiece of suspense 
with Wiltord equalising four minutes 
into injury time before substitute 
David Trezeguet volleyed home a 
golden goal winner. 

Few French voices were raised 
then to mention that the European 
champions had been more lucky 
than dominant.

Maldini senior was appointed 
coach of the south American side 
last December, and led his team to a 
2-2 draw with South Africa in their 
opening World Cup game on 
Sunday. 

"I've had a few problems with the 
telephones but, yes, of course I've 
talked to him more or less every 
day," Maldini said. 

"I've spoken to (Italy coach 
Giovanni) Trapattoni too and they're 
all very well. 

"It was great for me to see Italy 
win, not only because of my son 
Paolo but because it's my country," 
he added. 

Paolo, Italy's most capped player 
with 123 appearances, is playing in 
his fourth World Cup finals and can 
break Lothar Matthaeus's record of 
25 appearances in finals games if
