"l always play to the limit. | give
everything to help the team. It's not
that | don't want to carry this
responsibility. It's just there is a
greater goal. Hitting the target is
nice - but helping the team is nicest
ofall."

Miroslav Klose is the top marks-
man with four goals from two
matches for Germany.

And Ronaldo said if the
Germans go much further he will
be hard pressed to catch up.

"It's tough to be top scorer when
there's as guy who comes along
and notches a hattrick, so you're
chasing him in the scoring charts,"
said the 25-year-old superstar.

But after finding the net against
Turkey and China he can close the
gap on Klose with another strike
against Costa Rica on Thursday.

The death toll in a soccer riot follow-
ing Russia's 1-0 loss to Japan in the
World Cup reached two Monday as
city workers cleaned up debris and
replaced dozens of broken win-
dows.

Russian media had reported the
second victim was a police officer
who died Monday from knife
wounds. But police said they were
still trying to establish his identity
and the interior ministry denied any
police losses.

Russian Prime Minister Mikhail
Kasyanov, in St. Petersburg for a
summit of Baltic Sea countries,
called those who carried out the
violence "hooligans."

Russia's Interior Minister Boris
Gryzlov ordered an internal investi-
gation into why police were not able
to control the violence. Criminal
investigations were being opened
aswell.

Officials said 73 people were
injured, including 18 policemen.
Police said 8,000 fans were
involved in the riot and some 113
people were detained.

Prosecutors opened criminal
investigations into the beatings of
two foreigners in subway stations
near the riot, including a U.S. citizen
of Indian descent and a Chinese
man.

Hooligans also attacked a dormi-
tory housing Vietnamese workers
late Sunday, hurling empty beer
bottles at the building. And five
Japanese music student were
attacked Sunday evening.

Several main streets in central
Moscow erupted into a battle zone
during Japan's victory, which was
broadcast live on a large screen
across a square from the Kremlin.

Russian soccer fans rampaged,
setting cars ablaze, smashing store
windows, fighting police and each
other and attacking a group of
young Japanese musicians.

FIFA spokesman Keith Cooper
said this was not the first time
Russian fans had gone on a ram-
page. He blamed excessive alcohol
consumption.

"This happened also during the
1994 World Cup and also during the
last World Cup, where locally organ-
ised big screens have been erected
for people to watch the games. That
was purely a local organisation,"
Cooper said. "This has very little to
do with football fans."

An Associated Press photogra-
pher saw a mutilated corpse lying on
the street during the chaos, and
police later confirmed a man had
been knifed to death.

At least seven cars could be
seen burning and more than a
dozen were completely overturned.
Dozens of others, including expen-
sive foreign cars, had their windows
smashed.

Startled shop workers raced to
take racks of clothes and shoes into
the back of stores. Some people
burst into tears when they returned
totheir destroyed vehicles.

Thousands of fans ran through
the streets chanting "Forward,
Russia!" and other soccer slogans.
Many of the fans had been drinking,
and they jumped up and down on
cars and fought among themselves,
throwing empty beer bottles at each
other. Some were wrapped in the
Russian ftricolor. Many had their
faces painted in the colours of the
Russian flag.

Thick black smoke rose from
several cars near the national
parliament building, the State
Duma, and from the square in front
ofthe Bolshoi Theatre.

The windows of shops up to a
mile away, including a Tiffany's
jewellery store, a Sbarro pizzeria,
an Ecco shoe store and the historic
Yeliseyevsky grocery store, were
smashed. At least two banks had
their front windows smashed. Bus
stops and telephone booths were
destroyed.

Cars had their windows
smashed, as well, along the road
leading to the headquarters of the
Russian security services, the
former KGB, and in front of the
offices of the Russian Presidential
Administration, which also had
windows broken.

Five music students from Japan
who were attending the 12th
Tchaikovsky musical competition
nearby were attacked by hooligans,
a duty officer at the Japanese
embassy in Moscow said. One of
the students was injured, but his
wounds were not considered seri-
ous.

Last week, the Japanese
embassy warned its citizens not to
go outif Japan won.

The riots erupted after Japan
scored its goal, but before the match
ended. Few police officers were
nearby at the time, and they did not
arrive until almost an hour later,
when most of the aggressive fans
had leftthe area.

Firefighters arrived first, and the
rioters attacked their trucks.
Photographers and cameramen
also were beaten. Interfax reported
an ambulance was set on fire and a
doctor attacked.

Once police arrived, some fans
tried to help detain the instigators of

the riots by overpowering the hooli-
gans and leading them to the police.

Sergei Tsoi, spokesman for
Moscow Mayor Yuri Luzhkov, said
that after Sunday's violence the city
would stop showing the matches on
big outdoor screens, according to
Interfax. It earlier planned to show
all of Russia's World Cup matches.

The riot was "an insult to the
millions of people who supported
the Russian team," deputy chief of
the Cabinet's staff Alexei Volin told
Interfax.

Some politicians criticised
authorities for organising the public
broadcasts and failing to prepare for
possible violence.

"Everywhere in the world where
fans go on rampages, the police
thoroughly prepare for it," liberal
lawmaker Sergei Mitrokhin said on
TVS television. "But here, the
organisers of this event were just
irresponsible."

Going for the kill

Having done the hard bit, Ireland
need to beat outsiders Saudi Arabia
in their final group E match on
Tuesday to ensure their qualification
for the second round of the World
Cupfinals.

Impressive 1-1 draws with
Cameroon and Germany, both
achieved from a goal down, have
left the destiny of Mick McCarthy's
resilient squad in their own hands.

To be sure of advancing, Ireland
must beat the Saudis by two clear
goals because Cameroon and
Germany could also finish on five
points if they draw their final game.

With Germany having beaten the
Saudis 8-0, Ireland can realistically
only finish second at best in the
group.

The Saudis are already out and
complacency is likely to be Ireland's
biggest enemy at Yokohama's vast
International Stadium.

"We have to go and beat Saudi
Arabia and finish the job off," said
McCarthy, whose squad have done
well to overcome the loss of captain
Roy Keane after an eve-of-finals
bust-up.

"They will not want to go out with
three defeats," he added.

"Saudi Arabia impressed me (in
their 1-0 defeat) against Cameroon.
Ourtaskis notaneasyone."

McCarthy has two main injury
concerns affecting wide players
Kevin Kilbane and Jason McAteer,
who both have knee problems.

McAteer did not play against
Germany and McCarthy will proba-
bly stick to the same line-up who, in
his words, "battered" the Germans.

That means Robbie Keane,
scorer of the dramatic late equaliser
in Ibaraki, will again lead the attack
alongside Damien Duff.

Tall striker Niall Quinn, who set
Keane up superbly after coming on
as a substitute, is not fully fit and will
again be on the bench despite the
fact that the Saudis showed in their
humiliation by Germany that they

Who needs magic?

Sorcery, amulets, hexes and sacri-
ficing livestock. Cameroon says it
has finally outgrown all that. Now it
possesses the strongest magic:
talent.

Still resorting to the use of witch
doctors as recently as the African
Nations Cup in 1998, Cameroon
says it no longer needs help from
the netherworld.

“"Other teams do it all the time at
matches. There are a lot of different
beliefs in Africa," said Cameroon
striker Patrick Suffo, who plays for
Sheffield United in England. **At the
last African Nations Cup, one team
buried alamb.

“In the past, sure, we used
sorcery and all that. But our team
has won a lot of big matches and
tournaments. We now have enough
talent and when you have real talent
you don't need sorcery."

Added team manager Andre
Nguidjol: “"There are sorcerers in
the Cameroon delegation. They are
the 11 magicians on the pitch.

““Certain countries resort to
almost anything hoping to advance,
but honestly, what we really need in
Africa is not sorcery but better
infrastructure.”

Though superstition is rampant
in the sports world, the most
devoted remain the African teams.
In order to avoid a negative image of
the African Nations Cup in Mali last
February, Africa's football confeder-
ation (CAF) refused to accredit so-
called ““psychological guides" --
otherwise known as sorcerers --
who habitually follow the teams.

To get around the problem,
countries such as like Nigeria and
South Africa simply bought their
sorcerers tickets so they could

perform their magic from the stands.

In recent times, the Indomitable
Lions undoubtedly have been
influenced by the more western
tendency to rely on science and
statistics, with every one of its
players plying his trade in Europe.

“You know, we all play in
European teams and we're away
from all that," Suffo said. “"Some
people believe in sorcery and luck,
but personally, | think it's more
psychology than anything else.
Sorcery is pure mental."

But for all his rational thinking,
Suffo also succumbs to his own
irrational practices.

“Ever since | was 15, I've worn
cycling shorts under my football
shorts when | play a match," Suffo
admitted sheepishly.

Suffo insisted he wasn't alone,
claiming veteran defender
Raymond Kalla always makes the
sign of the cross as he steps onto
the pitch, while teammate Lauren
slaps his hand before every match.

Midfielder Marc-Vivien Foe
wears lucky boots.

One player wears the same
underwear every match, but | won't
say who," Suffo said.

The team also sings before every
match, either popular Cameroon
songs or ballads the players com-
pose themselves.

“It's very important for us to sing
before games to prove we are
together," defender Lucien Mettomo
said.

The team is also fearful of wear-
ing yellow.

“Yellow is an unlucky colour for
the Cameroon team," Suffo said.
“There is superstition around the
yellow jersey.

At the African Nations Cup in
1992, the canary-yellow
Cameroonians lost 2-1 to Nigeria in
the third-place match. In 1990, once
again in yellow, they lost 4-0 to
Russia in their last World Cup group
game, and in 2000, again daring to
wear yellow, the team lost 1-0 to
Togo.

At this World Cup, wearing an
unpopular white and black ““away"
jersey, Cameroon had a disappoint-
ing 1-1 tie with Ireland in its opening
match. Then, donning its beloved
green ““home" jersey, the African
side narrowly defeated SaudiArabia
to earn a crucial three points.

The team breathed a sigh of
relief when it was told it would wear
green for its final and decisive
Group E match against three-time
champions Germany on Tuesday.

Fixed results
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They duly pulled off a 6-0 victory
before going on to beat the
Netherlands in the final.

Several years after the match,
the British Sunday Times newspa-
per published an investigation
alleging that Argentina's ruling
military government had promised
millions of dollars worth of aid to
Peruin return for the right result.

The Peruvians, who had an
Argentina-born goalkeeper and who
made several changes to their team
for the match, have always denied
any collusion.

West Germany were also under
the spotlight in 1974 when, after
wins over Chile and Australia, they
seemed set to top their first round
group.

In the final game, they somehow
contrived to lose 1-0 to East
Germany in the divided countries'
only ever meeting and finished
second in their group.

East Germany's 'reward' for the
shock victory was a second round
group containing Brazil, Argentina
and the Netherlands. West
Germany eased past Yugoslavia,
Poland and Sweden before beating
the Dutch in the final.

The West Germans used a
similar tactic in 1954, when they
managed to lose their final group
match against Hungary 8-3, thereby
avoiding Brazil in the quarter-finals.
Two weeks later they beat the
Hungarians 3-2in the final.
