Umit Davala's new hair style 
weaved its way into the action 
Tuesday when the Turkey midfielder 
used his head to score the game-
winning goal that sent the Turks into 
their first World Cup quarterfinals. 

Davala, who sports a Mohawk 
similar to Robert DeNiro in the 
movie "Taxi Driver," rose unchal-
lenged on the edge of the six-yard 
box to head in a corner from Ergun 
Penbe in the 12th minute, giving 
Turkey a 1-0 victory. 

"We were looking for a goal and it 
came from the corner," said Davala, 
who scored his second goal of the 
World Cup finals. "It is not important 
who scored it ... our aim was to 
advance." 

The 29-year-old AC Milan 
midfielder, who cut his long hair 
during the first round while the team 
was playing in South Korea, has 

been very popular in Turkey. But 
after Tuesday's header, he may be 
even more so. 

Davala's first goal of the tourna-
ment came in the team's critical first-
round match against China. And he 
also set up the first two in the 3-0 
win, which clinched a second-round 
berth for Turkey. 

But after scoring Turkey's lone 
goal against Japan, Davala was 
jubilant. 

"This is a gift for the Turkish 
public, they should maintain their 
faith in us. We will keep battling here 
for them," Davala said. "God willing, 
we will pass Senegal and advance 
to the next stage. We want to go as 
far as we can." 

It is the Turks first appearance in 
the World Cup since 1954. But their 
confidence was based on a series of 
victories in Europe. In 2000, 
Galatasaray became the first 
Turkish club to win the UEFA Cup, 

and the national side reached the 
quarterfinals of the European 
Championship for the first time. 

Davala, a former Galatasaray 
player, became one of 11 Turkish 
players to join prestigious clubs in 
Europe -- including Parma, Inter 
Milan and Aston Villa -- following the 
rise in the Turkish soccer. 

Those players brought back an 
understanding of soccer strategy 
and team play. 

"I think, we played a very clever 
game, we closed in our own box and 
the midfield did not go out that 
much," Davala said of Turkey's 
tactic after his goal. "The Japanese 
were not real threat in front of the 
goal and we succeeded." 

Fresh out of Tuesday's battle 
against Japan, Davala was itching 
for action this time against Senegal. 

"I look forward to our next game. 
It was a good finish," Davala said. 

Ban on Pinto

FIFA on Tuesday suspended 
Portugual's Joao Pinto to await a 
definitive punishment for punching 
the referee during a World Cup 
match against South Korea last 
week.

A FIFA statement released after a 
special disciplinary committee 
meeting in Seoul said there was 
strong evidence to show that Joao 
Pinto had struck Argentinian referee 
Angel Sanchez in a melee after 
being shown a red card.

Pinto, 30, now faces a lengthy 
ban from football which could affect 
his place at the 2004 European 
championships to be hosted by 
Portugal, FIFA sources said.

Tearful Japan coach Philippe 
Troussier has insisted that the 
World Cup co-hosts deserved an 
"A" for effort after losing 1-0 to 
Turkey in their second round match. 

"Our great adventure is over but I 
think Japan played the best football 
at the World Cup in terms of their 
spirit and aggressiveness," said the 
Frenchman on Tuesday, who is 
stepping down as coach after 
almost four years in the job. 

"We wanted to show that Japan 
could pass this exam and I think 
they deserve an "A" for the way they 
battled. Obviously, though, their 
lack of experience showed today." 

Japan, who reached the second 
round for the first time after finishing 
top of group H, never hit their stride 
against Turkey and were beaten by 
a 12th-minute goal from Umit 
Davala in a match played in persis-
tent rain at Miyagi Stadium. 

"Turkey have a lot of players who 
play at top European clubs and that 
was the difference today. If you 

concede a goal after 12 minutes at 
the World Cup, it's all over," said 
Troussier. 

"But we have gone out with a 
reputation as a dynamic young team 
capable of playing at the highest 
level." 

"There is some recognition in 
Europe now of Japanese players 
but it is crucial that more Japanese 
players go abroad and get experi-
ence playing in the toughest envi-
ronments in the world." 

Troussier, who has transformed 
Japan's fortunes since they lost all 
three matches in their World Cup 
debut in 1998 under Takeshi Okada, 
defended his decision to change the 
side which beat Russia 1-0 and 
Tunisia 2-0 after opening with a 2-2 
draw against Belgium. 

Strikers Atsushi Yanagisawa and 
Takayuki Suzuki were surprisingly 
dropped, while Akinori Nishizawa 
returned for the first time since 
having his appendix removed last 
month. 

"Even if you play together for 10 
years you have to make some 

changes. I thought Nishizawa did 
well enough. I don't regret the 
changes," said Troussier. 

However, Japan lacked the 
cutt ing edge in attack with 
Yanagisawa and Suzuki on the 
bench and were deprived of another 
attacking option when Brazilian-
born midfielder Alex was unexpect-
edly substituted after a lively first 
half. 

"We controlled the last hour of 
the match after they started 
strongly, so tactically there was 
n o t h i n g  w r o n g , "  s h r u g g e d  
Troussier, who led Japan to their 
second Asian Cup triumph and the 
final of the Confederations Cup. 

The 47-year-old, who is likely to 
return to club management in 
Europe, insisted that the future was 
bright for Japanese football despite 
their disappointing World Cup exit. 

"We had a chance to play 
Senegal in the quarter-final, yes, but 
we showed a great dynamic for the 
future and the players should 
believe in their potential and capac-
ity to succeed," Troussier said.

Liverpool striker Michael Owen sat 
out England's training session here 
Tuesday, raising fears he might not 
be fully fit for the World Cup 
quarterfinal against Brazil.

Owen, who was substituted at 
half-time in England's second-round 
win over Denmark, stayed at the 
team hotel to undergo intensive 
treatment on his strained groin while 
the rest of the squad went through 
their paces at their seaside training 
ground on Awaji Island.

Head coach Sven-Goran 
Eriksson insisted after the Denmark 
match that Owen had only been 
taken off as a precautionary move. 
But the fact that he was still unable 
to train three days later suggests the 
strain is more serious than first 
indicated. Owen also pulled out of a 
scheduled press conference on 
Tuesday.

Captain David Beckham how-
ever played down the threat of 
England's handful of truly world-
class players missing Friday's 
match in Shizuoka.

"I'm not worried about Michael," 
he said. "It is just precautionary that 
he stayed back at the hotel to get 
some massages and just rest really.

"It is the same with Rio 
(Ferdinand) who also stepped out of 
training today. I think we have all got 
a few aches and pains but we have 
still got three days to get ready."

Any suggestion Owen is less 
than 100 per cent fit would be a 

major blow to England's prospects 
of beating Brazil. 

The striker, who scored the goal 
of the tournament as an 18-year-old 
at France 98, has looked sharper 
with every game here and finally 
claimed his first goal in Japan 
against the Danes, shortly before 

incurring his injury.
Beckham himself said he was 

still suffering pain in his left foot. The 
Manchester United star only just 
recovered from a broken metatarsal 
bone in time to play in the first tour-
nament and has been struggling to 
regain full match fitness after a 
seven-week layoff.

"Its alright," Beckham said. "It is 
still aching and I think it will be for 
quite a few weeks yet. But it seems a 
lot better than it did after the game 
the other night."

Beckham wore screw-in studs 
for the match with Denmark for the 
first time and admitted after the 
match that he had felt his foot more 
than in the previous matches.

Bayern Munich midfielder Owen 
Hargreaves, who injured his shin in 
England's second match against 
Argentina and missed the next two, 
remains doubtful for Friday's match. 
He again trained on his own and has 
yet to resume kicking balls with full 
force.

Besides, Paul Scholes was also 
missing. The midfielder hurt his foot 
in the same game. 

And striker Darius Vassell was 
not present due to a sore back.

England need to score first if they 
are to have a realistic chance of 
beating Brazil in their World Cup 
quarterfinal tie later this week, an 
expert in mathematics claimed on 
Monday.

England have more than a 60 per 
cent chance of defeating the South 
Americans on Friday if they hit the 
back of the net first, said John 
Haigh, Reader in Mathematics and 
Statistics at the University of 
Sussex, southern England.

However, should Brazil score 
first, England have only a one in 
seven chance of coming from 
behind to win, added Haigh.

The mathematician has applied 
Pascal's Triangle and Poisson's 
Distribution theory to the tourna-
ment's statistics thus far.

He said that of the 52 matches 
involving goals, the team scoring 
first has gone on to win 32 times, 
while on only six occasions has the 
trailing side come back to win. A total 

14 of the games where a country 
has taken the lead have ended in 
draws. 

Brazil came from behind against 
Turkey in their opening World Cup 
match to win 2-1. They won their 
other three encounters after taking 
the lead. England have taken the 
lead in three of their four games, 
winning two and drawing one.

"In most professional football we 
expect a team to win about two-
thirds of the games in which it 
scores first and draw about one-fifth 
of them," said Haigh. 

"And if the number of goals in the 
game is low then the first goal 
becomes very important."

England have scored only five 
goals in their four matches, eight 
less than Brazil's 13.

Haigh however acknowledged 
that luck is just as important in 
deciding games.

"Sheer random chance plays a 
huge part in football, there is a huge 
amount of luck in the game, he 
said."

Fritz Walter, who captained West 
Germany to their first World Cup 
success in 1954, has died aged 81. 

Walter was one of the "Heroes of 
Berne" who beat a star-studded 
Hungary 3-2 in the World Cup final in 
Switzerland, the first time a German 
side had participated after World 
War Two. 

The playmaker and striker, 
already 33, became the first German 
to hold aloft the Jules Rimet trophy 
after his side fought back from a two-
goal deficit conceded in just 10 
minutes. 

He and brother Ottmar also 
became the first brothers to win the 
World Cup. 

The result, engineered by coach 
Sepp Herberger with Walter as his 
confidant, was a big shock after 
Germany had lost 8-3 in the first 
round to Hungary, who had not lost a 
match in four years and were firm 
favourites for the title. 

Walter played throughout his 
career for Kaiserslautern and won 
two league championships with the 
club for whom current World Cup 
joint top scorer Miroslav Klose plays. 

Kaiserslautern paid tribute to 
their most famous player in 1985 by 
naming their home the Fritz Walter 
stadium on his 65th birthday. Walter 
himself lived in the shadow of the 
stadium until late in his life. 

His club said their former captain 
had died peacefully in his sleep on 
Monday afternoon. 

"He was the embodiment of the 
impeccable and fair sportsman," 
said Chancellor Gerhard Schroeder, 
adding that Walter had been a 
boyhood idol for the football-mad 
German leader. 

Walter, who made his interna-
tional debut in 1940 in a war-time 
friendly against Romania, retired in 
1959, having scored 306 goals in 
379 games for Kaiserslautern. 

He made the last of his 61 inter-
national appearances in 1958, 

having captained the side 30 times 
and scored 33 goals. But for the war, 
which he ended in a Russian pris-
oner of war camp, he might have 
surpassed 100 caps. 

Rather than becoming a trainer 
he subsequently worked for a foun-
dation seeking to help convicted 
young criminals back into society. 

"Fritz Walter was a symbol of 
German sport in the post-war era. A 
man with marvellous abilities on the 
field, he was also engaged in social 
goals later in life. That has made him 
a model for future generations of 
sportsmen and women," said 

Manfred von Richthofen, president 
of the German Sports Federation. 

Walter, who earned a mere 2,000 
marks for his World Cup triumph, 
said he was not envious of today's 
millionaire stars. 

"We certainly had a great time 
with our unrivalled camaraderie," 
Walter said of his World Cup winning 
team. 

West Germany won again in 
1974 and then, as united Germany 
after the collapse of the communist 
East, in 1990. 

They are now bidding for a fourth 
title and face the United States in the 
quarter-finals in South Korea on 
Friday. 

Keane is
history?

Spain's team doctor described 
striker Raul Gonzalez's groin injury 
as minor on Monday but wouldn't 
say whether he will be fit for his 
team's World Cup quarterfinal 
match. 

Raul suffered a right adductor 
strain in the second half of Spain's 
dramatic second-round battle 
against Ireland on Sunday in 
Suwon. He was substituted in the 
80th minute. 

Raul was one of two players who 
did not take part in a light 50-minute 
training session Monday evening 
back at the team's training camp in 
Ulsan, southwestern Korea. 

Doctor Genaro Borras said the 
Real Madrid forward would rest and 
receive ice treatment for 48 hours 
after the match. Borras said they 
would wait until Wednesday before 
deciding whether Raul should have 
a scan. 

The Real Madrid star is Spain's 
key player and has scored three 
goals in Spain's four victories.

A 25-year-old man was so 
engrossed in the U.S.-Mexico World 
Cup tie being show on television 
Sunday that he slipped off the 
platform and was killed by a speed-
ing train in eastern India. 

Aveek Tarafdar was standing 
near the edge of the platform in a 
Calcutta station, his eyes locked on 
an overhead television set, when he 
lost his balance and fell on the 
railroad tracks, police said. 
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
