The largest numbers went 10
Ghana with 6,333 lottery winners
and Nigeria, 5,989

The lotery, conducted at ran-
dom, grants a chance at 55,000
visas lor reasons other than busi-
ness or family ties - green cards
that are often the key 1o a better
life in a new land.

Lottery winners don not
automatically ger a visa - they
must lirst pass security checks and
still must wait up to a vear for
entry.
