The defence lawyers submitted
a petition seeking acquittal of Haji
Selim of charges under Section 54
of the CrPC. They stated that Haji
Selim was arrested by DB police
on June 12 on suspicion in con-
nection with patronising all sorts
of criminal activities in the coun-
try by supplying arms and money
o criminals,

Later, he was shown arrestgd in
a regular case filed with Lalbagh
thana in connection with the fire
incident at the telephone ex-
change in the city’'s Chawkbazar
area on April 30. So, he should be
discharged from the charges as he
was shown arrested in a regular
case, the lawyers added.

[he prosecution side opposed
the petition.

Meanwhile, Haji Selim was
produced before the CMM's Court
in the telephone exchange [ire
case vesterday.
