- stop work at RBCP

Release of Tariqul Islam  Zahir,

“We are extremely scared alter

Foreigners involved in the
project said they would stop their
work if tolls are again demanded
from them.

Zahir was arrested on Tuesday
night from the residence of the

Cily Mayor on charges of creating
obstruction to RBCP works lailing
to realise tolls from contractors
and consultants,

Sources said Zahir had a com
fortable stay in the olfice of the
ollicer-in-charge (OC) of Khulna
thana till 3.30pm on Wednesday.
Later, he was sent to the courl
from where he was released on
bail at the request of an influential
central leader ol BNP
