Barrister Islam said the meet-
ing, attended by the newly elected
presidents and general secretaries
of 67 bar associations across the
country, deplored indiscniminate
arrests under Section 54 of CrPC,
police remands under Section 167,
Speedy Trial Act, misuse of Public
Safety (Repeal) Act, Special Powers
Act and torture in police custody.

He said the meeting also ex-
pressed dissatisfaction over in-
creased court fees of various cate-
gories and VAT on lawyers™ fees
