Sri Lankan seamers Chaminda
Vaas and Nuwan Zoysa will play no
part in the two-Test series against
Bangladesh, which starts in
Colombo on Sunday.

The selectors have decided to
give the two left-armers a rest as
they look to try out some new faces
against Test cricket's weakest side.

Vaas is second only to Muttiah
Muralitharan in the all-time list of Sri
Lankan wicket-takers with 200
wickets, but he managed only fourin
three Tests during the recent series
in England.

There is no place either for fellow
pacemen Ruchira Perera, whose
bowling action was reported to the
International Cricket Council during
the tour, and Eric Upashanta.

The selectors have picked a 15-
man squad for each Test, but eight
senior players will be replaced by
youngsters for the second match.

Sanath Jayasuriya retains the
captaincy despite the disappointing
tour to England, which saw them
lose the Test series 2-0 and then fail
to qualify for the final of the triangu-
lar one-day tournament, which was

won by India.

Spinner Muralitharan returns to
action after missing the one-day
series to rest his left shoulder, which
he dislocated earlier this year.

He will be looking to add to his
haul of 420 Test wickets, but will not
play inthe second game.

The squad for the first Test
includes only two players who were
not part of the tour squad to
England, paceman Sujeeva de
Silva and medium pacer Hasantha
Fernando.

They are joined in the squad for
the second Test by Michael Vandort,
Jehan Mubarak, Chamila Gamage
and Pulasthi Gunaratne.

Santini given French reign

Jacques Santini has been named
France coach, succeeding Roger
Lemerre who was sacked after the
World Cup defending champions'
first round exit last month.

The 50-year old Santini steered
Olympique Lyon to their first ever
French league title last season.

His appointment was announced
by French Football Federation (FFF)
president Claude Simonet at the end
of a FFF council meeting in Paris.

"l selected Santini because he
was respected by all of the French
football family and because of his
results as a coach with Olympique
Lyon," Simonet said.

The first task for the new national
coach will be to qualify holders
France for the 2004 European
championship finals in Portugal.

They will start with an away game
in Cyprus on September 7 after

warming up in a friendly match in
Tunisia on August 21. Slovenia,
Israel and Malta are also in France's
European qualifying group.

JACQUES SANTINI

France sacked Lemerre two
weeks ago after his strongly-fancied
side failed to win a match or score a
goal in the World Cup finals in South
Korea and Japan last month.

Three other candidates were on
the Federation short list: Philippe
Troussier, who steered co-hosts
Japan to an unprecedented second
round berth in the World Cup finals
last month, France's under-21
coach Raymond Domenech and
Rene Girard, a former assistant of
RogerLemerre.

They all were interviewed by
Simonet on Wednesday.

The choice of Santini, who was
supported by the professional clubs,
marks a break with France's 10-year
tradition of handing the job to the
assistant of the outgoing coach.

Gerard Houllier replaced Michel
Platini in 1992, Aime Jacquet suc-
ceeded Houllier in 1993 and
Lemerre took over from the World-
Cup winning coach in August 1998.

Santini was appointed at the end
of a fierce power struggle and the
process of selecting Lemerre's
successor was a painfully slow

28 one-day players after failing to
make it into the Australia A one-day
side to play seven one-dayers
against South Africa A in
September.

The 14-man national side is the
same as that which took on Pakistan
in three one-dayers last month with
the addition of Queensland spinner
Nathan Hauritz.

The 14-man Ateam has its share
of experienced players, including
Justin Langer, Greg Blewett, lan
Harvey, Andrew Symonds and
Simon Katich.

The fact the Waughs weren't
included is a clear pointer to their
future in limited-overs cricket.

Langer, who played his last one-
dayer for Australia five years ago,
will captain the Aside.

National selection chairman
Trevor Hohns said he was "very,
very comfortable" with the two

sides, including an A side which
included newcomers in 21-year-old
NSW all-rounder Michael Clarke
and Tasmanian pace bowler
Damien Wright.

"There's a couple of guys there |
suppose who are a bit of a look and
see proposition -- we are experi-
menting a little bit," Hohns said in a
statement.

Australia will then travel to Sri

ACB chief executive James
Sutherland said Australia's partici-
pation in the Kenyan tournament
would be confirmed once the regu-
lar security and operational checks
had beendone.

The tournament was originally to
have taken place in Pakistan, and
was to have involved New Zealand.

But security concerns ruled out
Pakistan as a venue and New
Zealand said it wouldn't play in
Kenya because it had promised its
players a full break in July and
August.

Kenya was likely to take New
Zealand's place in the triangular
tournament.
