But his perfect
plans for gold are marred by the season-
ending injury of his star quarterback. Filling
those big shoes is Jonathan Moxon (Der
Beek), an unorthodox athlete that doesn't
feel coach Kilmer deserves to be
worshipped. Coach Kilmer doesn't think
Moxon fits in his game plan. But it is only
when the boys question Kilmer's tactics that
they become men. Prepare for lots of guts,
gloryand gung-ho.

King of the most powerful empire on earth, an orphan with a dangerous past and one man's fight to
free the Hebrews from slavery and lead them to the Promised Land -- the story of Moses is one of
triumph and the power of God. Pharaoh has decreed that all first-born Hebrew males, deemed as an
inferior race, are to be executed.

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Bridges: The Best Of Ravi Shankar
Price: Tk. 150.00, While it's called The Best of Ravi Shankar, Bridges is a bit of a misnomer
since it's actually culled from the records he made in the late '80s. However, they represent
some of his most adventurous work. Tracks like "Tarana," recorded in the Kremlin, mix his
sound with Russian music, while three cuts come from his collaboration with noted American
modern classical composer Philip Glass; elsewhere, former Beatle Harrison figures in the
mix. But the center of attention, as always, is Shankar's pristine playing of an incredibly
complexinstrument, the way he can evoke every mood, from serenity to storm, and, when the
occasion arises, improvise like amaster--which, of course, is exactly what he is.

The Mughal seat of power was shared
between Delhi and Agra, but there is no
doubt that for many decades it was the latter
thatwas the centre of government, and of the
dynasty's largesse. It was on Agra then that
the Mughals lavished their greatest love-of
architecture. The mausoleums of Akbar and
Ghiyas Beg, the abandoned capital city of
Fatehpur Sikri, Agra Fort itself where all the
emperors have left behind their distinctive
stamp. ..and rivalling their excellence by far,
the world's most beautiful monument, the T
ajMahal.

The Ganges-Bramaputra-Meghna (GBM)
river systems constitute the second largest
hydrologic region in the world. The total
drainage area of the GBM region is about
1.75 million sq kim stretching across five
countries: Bangladesh, Bhutan, China, India
and Nepal. While Bangladesh and India
share all the three rivers, China shares the
Brahmaputra and the Ganges, Nepal only
the Ganges, and Bhutan the Brahmaputra.
The region is rich in natural endowments, but
the pradox is that over 600 million people
who live in this region are still mired in
poverty. The development and utilization of
the region's natural resources have never
been sought in an integrated manner by the
regional countries due to past differences,
legacies of mistrust, and lack of goowill.
