Scholars, diplomats tell confce on politics and security in S Asia

UNB, bhaka

An international conference on
politics and security in South Asia
got underway in the city yesterday
with scholars and diplomais
making a call in unison that the
political leaderships should re-
solve conflicts in  the region
through effective dialogue and
shun military means.

At the conference, the research
scholars, experts and diplomats
from SAARC countries, Germany
and the United States singled out
poverty as the biggest threat to
security and secular democracy.
I'hey called for a joint strategy 1o
fight it out.

He said nuclear bombs pos-
sessed by India and Pakistan is “a
threat to all of us and it created a
new situation in “the subconti-
nent”,

About the war of words over
Iraq, the Law Minister reminded
that terrorism cannot be identified
with Islam, a religion of peace and
lolerance, as other speakers from
home and abroad also struck a
unanimity that it is politics in its
deformities that is to blame for
Inciting religious violence,
