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Graduation mandatory
for pry school teachers

Prof Jahanara tells seminar

Government will introduce a
new provision for appointing
teachers in government primary
schools making graduation a must
for both male and female candi-
dates.

This was stated by Prof Jaha-
nara Begum, Adwvisor for Primary
and Mass Education to the Prime
Minister at a seminar here yester-
day. _

Under the existing provision,
the male candidates need gradua-
tion certificates to apply for a post
of government primary school
teacher while the female aspirants
are eligible to apply with HSC
certificates, she said.

“The present government IS
committed to remove all discrimi-
nations on the women and we

have already sought permission of
the Prime Minister for introducing
the new provision,” Prof Jahanara
said.

The seminar on the ‘progress
of primary and mass education
sector achieved during last one
yvear' was organised by the Primary
and Mass Education division
marking the [first anniversary of
the alliance government.

Bangladesh Steamer Agents Asso-
ciation (BSAA) at a press confer-
ence here yesterday demanded
formulation of an appropriate
shipping policy to keep pace with
globaliation.

BSAA also demanded simplifi-
cation of the age old customs and
port procedures to reduce alleged
rampant corruption in these sec-
tors and turn the Chittagong Port
Into a public limited company to
generate necessary funds from
internal markets for the develop-
ment of the country's main sea
port. The association felt the port
users should be consulted before
formulation of shipping policy.

The newly elected chairman of
the BSAA and Port Users Forum,

| Farid Ahmed Chowdhury, said at a

statement at the press conference
at a local hotel. BSAA leaders in-
cluding former chairman ABM
Wadudullah, K Serajuddin Ahmed,
A Galfar Dobash, MA Baker, K
Ahmed Hashemi, Captain as
Chowdhury were among others
present.

Congratulating Prime Minister
Khaleda Zia for her initiative to
expedite the construction work of
the Newmooring Container Ter-
minal (NCT) in the port, Chowd-
hury said on completion of the
NCT, the port will be able to han-
dle about 85 to 9 lakh TEUs

(f'wenty Equivalent Unites) of

container per year.

Currently the port handles
around 5 lakh TUEs per year. The
prime minister is scheduled to lay
the foundation of NCT on October
17. Chowdhury said if the existing
port facilities could be utilised as
transler and transit points and the
government allows private con-
tainer depot in a bigger way and
install power-operated rail
mounted gantry crane in the ex-
isting multi-purpose birth and
NCT, the Chittagong Port would
be capable of handling nearly 15
lakh TEUs container per year.

If it is achieved then there
would be no need of PCT in the
next one decade, he added. On the
proposed much-talked-about PCT
(private container terminal), initi-
ated by the Stevedoring Services of
America (S5A), Chowdhury said
BSAA always favoured the concept
of privatisation including in the
port sector, but it is opposed 1o
wholesale  privatisation  which
would be harmful to national in-
terest.

In this context, he said that the
US government being a great ad-
vocate of democracy “should not
plead or create any undue pres-
sure on this issue on our govern-
ment because there are allegations
of lack of transparency in the
whqle SSA port deal.”

50 pc brand of
jam, jelly has
no BSTI approval

Simi Suicide Case .
Convicts file appeals
with higher court '

More than fifty per cent brand of
jam and jelly available in the mar-
ket is being sold without having
approval from the Bangladesh
Standard  Testing  Institution
(BSTI) depriving the consumers
from quality foods,

A survey, conducted by the
Consumers Association of Bangla-
desh (CAB), revealed this recently.

T'hese adulterated products are
being sold in the market illegally
and most of the brands have no
label with the date of production
and expiry.

TI'he CAB collected 51 brands
from different markets of Dhaka,
Barishal, Gaibandha, Gafargaon in
Mymensingh and Maulovibazar
districts.

Of them, there were 12 foreign
brands which had no quality con-
trol certificate from the BSTI for
selling in the market.

According to the rules, all im-
ported food items must be ap-
proved by the BSTI before mar-
keting. But the importers do not
follow the rules as the BSTI does
not monitor the quality of the
imported food items, the survey
claimed.

Marketing of the food items
without proper labeling is totally
prohibited by the laws. The unap-
proved food severely threatens the
puhli{‘lhmhh.
