Over 52,500 acres of
khas land recovered
from grabbers

Over 52,500 acres of khas land
grabbed by influential people in
five districts of Chittagong division
were recovered in five months (ill
May 30.

Of the toral land, 46,275 acres
were  recovered in Chittagong
while 6,132 acres in Cox's Bazar,
120 acres in Chandpur, 59.21 acres
in Comilla and 10 acres in Laxmi-
pur districts, olhicial sources here
said,

According (o the ofhicials, there
are 61,335 acres of khas land in
eight districts = Chittagong, Nouk
hali, Brahmanbaria, Comilla, 1'¢ni,
Chandpur, Laxmipur and Cox's
Bazar.

[he highest of 52,780 acres ol
khas land are in Chittagong ol
which 6,488 acres, mostly in Ran-
gunia, Fankchhari and Nirersarai
upazilas. have been grabboed by
the intluental people.

Some 595.68 acres of khas land
have gone under the grip ol illegal
occupants in Noakhali, 108 acres

in Brahmanbaria, 137 acres in
Feni, 45.40 acres in Comilla, 26.84
acres in Laxmipur and 98 acres in
Chandpur districts.

Nearly 7,500 acres  of
uncultivable khas land in the divi-
sion have been grabbed by politi-
cally influential people who
change their colour with the
change of government so that
legal action cannot be taken
against them.

Of the total khas land in the re-
gion, some 243,42 acres have been
lcased out properly while
60,092.26 acres are yel to be leased
oul.
