Bangladesh urges UN
members to pay dues

BSS, New York

Dr Iftekhar Ahmed Chowdhury,
ambassador and permanent rep-
resentative of Bangladesh to the
United Nations, has called upon
all UN members to pay their dues
promptly in accordance with their
charter obligations.

Failure to do so would impede
the capacity of the organisation (o
discharge its mandate “fully, ef-
fectively and efficiently in conso-
nance with the aspirations of all
our peoples”, he added.

The ambassador was speaking
at the United Nations on Friday on
“Improving the financial situation
of the United Nations”,

He said despite her financial
constraints, Bangladesh has al-
ways paid her contribution on
time and in full,

The non-payment by many
members has created a difficult
budgetary situation and because
ol that the UN has once again
resorted to the practice ol cross
borrowing from peace-keeping
budget, he added.

Consequently, payment to the
tsoop-contributing countries s
delayed and these countries are
adversely affected. Bangladesh is

on the top ol this list as this coun-
try is the largest troop contributor
in peace- keeping operations cur-
rently, Dr Chowdhury mentioned.

“This matter must be ad-
dressed forthwith”, the Ambassa-
dor stated and urged the budget-
ary division to take immediate
measures in this regard.

He welcomed the initiative ol
the US administration to lift the
cap on ils peace-keeping contri-
bution and appealed to all mem-
bers to recommit themselves to
the charter, poals and purposes ol
the UN and strengthen its activi-
ties including in the important
area of peace-keeping,

I'he debate is being held in the
Sth committee of the UN General
Assembly which is responsible lor
[inance and budgetary matters.
