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Law soon to ensure quality healthcare
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terday said the government would
enact a new law soon (o ensure
standard healthcare services at
private hospitals and clinics, be-
sides taking measures to improve
the quality of treatment at gov-
ernment hospitals.

"Formulation of the law is at
the final stage. On completion of
necessary formalities, it will come
into force soon," she told a func-
tion of physicians.

Addressing the function at the
National Heart Foundation Hos-
pital and Research Institute at
Mirpur on the occasion of its 10th
anniversary, the prime minister
urged the physicians to restore
people’s confidence on the coun-
try's healthcare system at any cost.

Khaleda is the chief patron of
this heart foundation hospital and

lah Aman, president of the heart
foundation Justice Chowdhury
ATM Masud and secretary general
of the foundation Brig (retd) Prof
Abdul Malik also spoke on the
occasion.

want more specialised hospitals to
be built at private initiative.”

Saying that heart disease is the
number one Kkiller disease In
Bangladesh, the prime minister
stressed the need for adequalte
lacilities for the treatment ol heart
patients in the country to stop
patients from going abroad for
treatment.

And the responsibility mainly
lies with the physicians, she said.

She lamented that the country
is still lagging behind in the field of
specialised treatment. On the
other hand, there has been scepli-
cism in public mind about the
quality of specialised treatment.

‘It is not that we don't have
meritorious and skilled specialists

earned foreign currencies out of
the country.”
