U
NLIKE recent exhibitions 
at the Zaiunul Gallery-2 
a n d  t h e  A l l i a n c e  

Francaise, S. Helal Uddin 's more 
recent one  at the Divine Art Gal-
lery is not out to  convey any 
massage in depth. He is content 
to simply exhibit water colour 
creations which must have been 
lapped up by foreign buyers in the 
vicinity, and local other art lovers, 
who naturally are weary of the 
various daily news in the media 
that only tends to create confu-
sion and discontment in the mind. 
It is difficult to appreciate 
foetesus, segments of human 
anatomy even though there might 
be the artist at hand and accom-
panying tags to explain the work. 
In contrast, Helal Uddin's water 
colours took you "far from the 
madding crowd" and lulled your 
sensibilities into a state of dream 
of the countryside in and around 
Bangladesh.

Healal Uddin is the creative 
mind behind the credits like title 
animation and set design at the 
end of ETV programmes that one 
may have watched, if one had the 
time and inclination. Today he 
claims to have settled down as a 

serious painter since June 2001. 
Coming from Bogra, Helal Uddin 
has been a student of the Fine 
Arts Institute DU, and while a 2nd 
year student, he had left Dhaka to 
learn more about his forte in the 
land of water colours, i.e China, 
where he completed his Masters. 
In the interim period, he had 
naturally to learn the language 
there to go about his work. Being 
blasé with life there, he moved on 
to Uzbekistan to liven his exis-
tence as a disk jockey and make 
living in that coulourful land . 
Earlier, while in China, he taught 
himself 2D and 3D animation 
making. The brief period, when he 
was ETV, enriched his mind as he 
had to handle the necessary 
technologies of broadcast design 
and animation. Despite his long 
hours at work, there he continued 
with his passion for water colour 
so that they reflected a profes-
sional touch for which he had 
once won awards at China.

Even though experts in painting 
have labelled his work as being 
based on photographs, yet there 
is depth in the details that he has 
skillfully portrayed. In "My village 
market" (52cm x 72 cm), done this 
year, we see local vegetables of 

all shapes and sizes being sold in 
a "haat". Not only are the cab-
bages, potatoes, onions, beans, 
cauliflower etc. depicted in their 
baskets, but also within the com-
position have been included the 
humming existence of the buyers 
and sellers, with their white  shirts, 
"punjabis", flying mufflers, along 
with the backdrop of the houses 
and trees in emerald, jade and 
soft burnt sienna and blue blobs. 

Much more moving is the potter 
seen at his work with his muscles 
showing up in tension and his legs 
displaying a play of light and 
shade. Behind the young potter 
and his work, along with the pot-
ter's wheel, and the rounded jars 
that he ha completed, are the clay 
pots with their handles and open 
mouths done in indigo, yellow and 
burnt sienna. Similarly, his depic-
tion of the garden with the hills at 
the back, done in soft amethyst 
and blended with indigo, lemon 
yellow, and touched in front with 
orange, to bring in the banana 
plants and the wild growth had 
some impact for those who care 
for hanging up something pictur-
esque in their staircase landings 
or verandahs or even their other 
spaces in their homes.

The depiction of the houseboat 
, that one found in the centre 
spread of his brochure, brought in 
some  finesse, and once again, an 
eye for detail as regards splashed 
of colours to depict elements like 
the windows of houseboats, their 
pale rooftops on a day with a clear 
sky with only pale bars and curls of 
incident clouds. Pickle-green and 
emerald hues had been included to 
bring in the vast green background 
of grass with darker touches to 
include the grass near the subject. 
The human beings had been 
depicted in an impressionistic 
manner in vermilion, soft blue, 
beige and purple. One failed to find 
any soul pitch in this, however, not 
every work of art to be sold has to 
be profound and mind-expanding. 
For someone like Helal-Uddin, who 
is still at the beginning of his career, 
the money that comes from the 
sale of paintings does matter. 
There is no point in having starving 
artists in garrets. Not everybody 
has the mind that Van Gogh had 
and who went raving mad and cut 
off his ears at the end of his life. 
There is perhaps little point in going 
through the mill of life to be deified 
after death. ETV shut quite some 
time back so where does Helal 

Uddin go from there? 
"Swimming", 71cm x 51cm, has 

also some interest for the 
onlooker. This brings in multi-
colourd ducks with their beige and 
black bills and the their parti- 
coloured feathers of black, white, 
indigo and white, seen swimming 
and ducking their heads in water 
with their gentle waves in mucky 
colours in front and fading out to 
cleaner blue waters in the back-
drop. Anyone interest in preserv-
ing the environment and wildlife 
would surely find some interest in 
this painting.

Similarly "River Karota" 52 x72 
cm, with the shells and fish-
collectors and the wading seller 
with his laden baskets, touched 
with pink to relive the expanse of 
pale gray, white, blue, and the 
stark cliffs at the back, should 
have some meaning for those 
who wish to study life in Bangla-
desh, and collect realistic paint-
ings of such delineation which 
including stepping brick, the 
shells gathered on the shore and 
for muted  colours to lend tranquil-
ity to the onlookers who might be 
somewhat confused mechanized 
life in the metropolis.  

Human activities and nature 

had been blended together in 
"Hunters",  51cm x 66 cm in to 
bring in young local fishermen 
with their nets and wicker bag in 
shallow water that were divided by 
shoals of grass and mud  at the 
back, front and the left of the 
composition. The pot-bellied little 
helper, with his bronze skinned 
elder brother, going about their 
work with determination and 
devotion, despite their youth, 
surely brought in praise in the 
photography-like depiction of 
child labour in the Bangladeshi 
villages, even though this has not 
always been highlighted often 
enough.  

The single floating boat in the 
middle of the river, labelled, 
"China boat", 52 cm x 72 cm, and 
also done this year, like all the rest 
of the work had been at the 
exhibit, brought in a romantic and 
idyllic picture. This had been in 
splashes of green, gray, white, 
pale beige and an expanse of pale 
mauve for the sky. Juxtaposed in 
the centre was the tied boat mov-
ing against the splashing waves 
with their frothy tops. The dark 
subject in the centre, with the 
element of romantic loneliness 
seen around it did eventually stir 

up the imagination.
The bougainvillea bush with the 

intermittent and intertwining other 
white smaller blossoms in white 
with their pink and white centres, 
the subject in "Kalmi Phool", 
having been depicted in pink with 
mauve, purple and indigo details , 
was also somewhat laudable. It 
had the inevitable background of 
the green broad leaves, and the 
black to bring in the rest of the 
heart of nature in the wilderness of 
the hillsides. It may not have been 
earth-shattering for the mind as 
some local surrealistic creations 
might tend to be,  but lent har-
mony, which must have been the 
purpose of the artist.

Last but not least was "Yellow 
Horizon", 51 cm x 66 cm, which 
brought in the mustard fields, with 
their vast yellow expanse, relieved 
by the black, indigo, greenish-blue 
and white. This had been seen of 
the pale indigo clear sky and the 
addition of the trees in green and 
variations of blue and black.

Sure, this exhibit was no mind-
boggling one but it was not meant 
to be so. Collectors and enthusi-
asts of water-colour had been 
satisfied with this painter with a 
goatee.
