Claudio Cambon's dynamic photos depicting

even "leaves of grass”
"Ship-breaking" images at Gallery Chitrak; part of "Chobi Mela"-II

NE can never be weary of

the feasts of the current

international festival of
photographs arranged by "Drik" and
is found scattered all over Dhaka. In
"Chitrak" alone are two exhibits, one
being that of Claudio Cambon (from
USA)'s "Ship-breaking", in startling
black and white. This is to be seenin
the second inner section of "Chitrak"
gallery, Dhanmondi.

The thought-provoking intro to
the photographs runs thus: A biol-
ogy of steel: a story of the life, death,
and rebirth of an American mer-
chant vessel throughout her work-
ing life: sailors who worked on her
throughout the decades, specially
those who sailed on her last voyage
from Louisiana to Chittagong, the
longshoremen, who load her last
cargo, 43,000 metric tons of grain, a
gift from the US to the government
of Bangladesh; the longshoremen
who unload her ; and the breakers
who beach and demolish the ship in
order to recycle her many materials
as a part of this country's struggle to
create a modern existence for itself.
The ship emerges as a touchstone
to many people around the world;
she forms a chain of connection
which reminds us that we are all
connected, no matter what bound-
aries of culture, and economy
appear to stand between us.

In one of the images we see a
young cow that is about to be sacri-
ficed, while onlookers naturally
gather around it. They are in "lungis"
and trousers, some wear caps, and
have the backdrop of the palm trees
and houses. In front are bits of mud
and some blades of grass. Also in
the focus is someone smoking in the
forefront ,along with another in a
flowered bush-shirt, looking on with
the rest of the gathered group.
There is the clear sky at the back,
which completes the graphic tale of
human means of existence and their
apparent curiosity in whatever is
going around them--in a black, white
and gray composition.

We move on to "New York" which
focuses on the ship itself peering
from its top to examine the massive
black hull. It has workers hanging
from the top of the once living por-
tion; below are seen tug boats; at
the side, back and in front are
barges placed on the gray ripples of
waves. In another picture we see
people loading against a part of a
panel of the ship, which forms a part
of the dramatic and human encom-
passing subject. Here we get a good
glimpse of the ship along with its
backdrop of the sea and the sky, and
the necessary tiny images of
Bangladeshi workers in and around
it, at Chittagong 's port.

In another photo we see about
seven people struggling with all their
might-- seen against a slice-like
section of the ship. The ship-
breakers remind you of SM Sultan's
depiction of Bangladeshis sans the
exaggerated muscles and enor-
mous bodies that belonged to
Sultan's dream of the powerful
Bangladeshi labour class people.
SM Sultan had brought in farmers
and boatmen at times while here we
see the thin ship-breakers instead --
but working with all their might --
something which might have

inspired even Leonardo da Vinci,
had he been in this century and this
exact spot. Some of the men in the
photo wear caps, some are bare-
headed; and in their checked "lun-
gis"-- some of them being hitched
up-- along with shirts with stripes,
with checks and patterns, they are
working with all their might. They
have caked dry sand on their feet as
they struggle with a long pile of
twisted iron rods, taking them to
their point of destination. In the
background is the supervisor with a
cap on the head, clad in a shirt and
trousers. We see more men sitting
or standing on the ladder and parts
of ships. One also spots a trailing
poleincluded in the lens frame.
There is yet another picture of
struggle and strife of the same ship-
breakers but this photo is taken from
another angle so that one doesn't
see the eyes of the workers; here
are seen their backs and only one
individual faces the camera, even
though he is seen looking away from
it. They are apparently struggling
with a part of a boat, which in turn, is
a part of the ship. In Claudio
Cambon's next dramatic display in
his black and white ambitious
extravaganza we spot a man in a

flowered shirt and sarong facing the
camera, while the rest of his com-
panions look ahead. The workers
are naturally in differently patterned
sarongs, some in slippers, others
bare-feet-- as they toil to carry forth
a part of a machine--which was
once an integral part of the ship that
they had taken apart.

We then move on to the
depiction ofa bare-breasted manin
jeans, the waist of which has been
tied with a rope. He is seen merrily
resting on a pile of more coiled and
much larger ropes, that almost
remind one of giant coils of cobras
or boa constrictors, taken from India
or South America, and seen in some
nightmare world of HBO channel on
TV. However, the purpose is not to
shock but depict the difficult life of
the shore-men. At his side is a great
drum which reads "Fire Stajior No
I

In the focus are details of the
ship-- part of the subject -- parts of
machinery and poles. The impact is
surely a dramatic one -- more so
because of the limitation of colours
to a simple choice of black and white
-- which enhances the element of
charm and drama, if once uses the
camera with dexterity and imagina-
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tion.

A child, smiling despite the heat,
is seen in another photo, supporting
a part of a refrigerator, which was
once perhaps an integral part of the
ship in question in Claudio
Cambon's exhibition. A cap, a
flowered shirt; the gray of the sea
beach in the backdrop ,along with
the scattered intermittent images of
sea-weeds; small piles of sand as
much as the child's feet caked with
sand-- seen against a boat ,found
against a cloudless pale sky in the
backdrop --all go to create a scene
of contentment and harmony,
despite the integral daily hassle of
struggle and strife.

In yet another entry at "Chitrak",
in Cambon's collection, is seen a
man with his hitched-up sarong,
walking serenely, carrying some
luggage and making his way
through the dry part of the seacoast.
One can see the vast expanse of the
sea in the distance, the well- trod-
den tracks on the beach and the
open sky. Cambon's pictures also
includes one of just a single hang-
ing chain which tapers to the bottom
. It is part of the ship that is being
pulled apart to make way for newer
elements.

It is surely amazing how an
American photographer is drawn to
something as mundane as ship-
breaking at Chittagong; and could
tell its tale in sharp images that
make one realize the difficult tasks
of the Bangladeshi workers. By the
clever and careful use of romantici-
zation, he has waved a magic wand
over a Chittagong port ship-
breaking scenario, and has trans-
formed human beings and machine
parts of a ship-- which to most might
appear mundane and blasé
-- but to Claudio Cambon there is a
vital message that is both local and
universal. This is remarkable feat
and one's hat is off to him. From this,
surely, our own local photogra-
phers-- specially those of the youn-
ger generation, learning at
"Pathshala", "Alliance Francaise"--
along with the photo journalists
already working for the various
newspapers and journals, could get
inspiration. No doubt, there is the
debate over whether black and
white might be a trick to enhance the
dramatic element needlessly.
However, in Claudio Cambon's work
one is reminded of the nostalgic
prints of the past, with which the
western photography enthusiasts

and local experts are enamoured
with. These include, for instance,
Dr Pierre Claquin (who participated
in "Chobi Mela -II" with his moving
circus based photographs); Anwar
Hossain (who resides in France, but
sometimes holds exhibitions at
Dhaka); and Dr Shahidul Alam of
"Drik", who have showcased
numerous successful displays at
home and overseas.
