Ludgrove had planned to auc-
tion the cap, which Bradman wore
during his final Test series in
England in 1948, next month in
London, but private pre-auction
offers were so great that it decided
onanimmediate sale, it said.

He made three centuries, with a
highest score of 162 not out against
Australiaat Melbournein 1952-53.

That series was the zenith of his
career. He scored 438 runs at 48.66 in
thefive Tests, to secure South Africaa
2-2 share of the series. It was the first
time that South Africa had avoided
defeatbyAustraliain eightrubbers.

"Russel had such a huge heart,"
said Roy McLean, South Africa's
attacking middle-order batsman,
and a teammate and friend of
Endean's.

"He was a complete cricketer

and played an integral part in
South African cricketin the fifties."
