Hasina tells Krishak League council

So, it has no right to
remain in power any longer, she
observed.

Hasina said the government has
indulged in 'vindictive politics' to
eliminate the AL and its front organi-
sations soon after taking the office
and the persecutionisincreasing day
byday.
