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Vaas pulls Lanka level

Sri Lanka pulled off a thrilling one-run
victory over world champions Australia
in the second one-day international on
Sunday after Chaminda Vaas kept his
nerve in the final over.

The left-arm seamer, who took
three for 48 and was named man-of-
the-match, restricted the tourists to six
runs from the eight needed for victory
as SriLanka levelled the series at 1-1.

Australia, set 246 to win, were on
course for a 2-0 lead after a 148 run
second wicket stand between Matthew
Hayden (93) and Ricky Ponting (69).
But they were restricted to 244 for five
with Andrew Symonds and Michael
Bevan falling shortin the last over.

Sanath Jayasuriya top scored for
the hosts with 55, adding 121 in 135
balls for the first wicket with Marvan
Atapattu (47).

Sri Lanka's middle and lower order
had collapsed against the occasional
left-arm spin of Michael Clarke.

Clarke grabbed career-best figures
of five for 35 from 7.5 overs as Sri
Lanka lost their last seven wickets for
29runs.

Sri Lanka struck early in the
Australia innings as Clarke, promoted
ahead of Adam Gilchrist to counter the
spinners, sliced a catch to backward
point third ball from Vaas.

But Ponting and Hayden quickly
settled and took the attack to Sri
Lanka's spinners, six of whom were
used during the innings.

Ponting passed 7000 one-day runs
shortly before bringing up his 38th one-
day fifty off 68 balls.

Upul Chandana eventually broke
through in the 32nd over as Ponting
top-edged a sweep to be caught at
deep backward square.

Vaas took his second wicket shortly
after being recalled to the attack as
Damien Martyn mistimed a cover drive
off a slower ball.

Kumar Dharmasena's dismissal of
Hayden, caught at wide long off,
brought the hosts right back into the
game with Australia on 190 for four.

Hayden's 93 came from 116 balls
with five fours and a six.

Andrew Symonds, on 10, was then
given out leg before to Dharmasena by
umpire Peter Manuel but was then
called back with permission from
skipper Atapattu because the ball hit
bat first.

Symonds, joined by Bevan after the
loss of Gilchrist, who was caught and
bowled by Vaas, helped add 52 off 58
balls for the sixth wicket but the pair fell
agonisingly short of the victory target.

Earlier, Jayasuriya and Atapattu
had carried the attack to Australia's
bowlers early on, making full use of a
crucial toss.

But Australia eventually broke
through thanks to an athletic stop and
diving flick from Ricky Ponting to run
out Atapattu.

Off-spinner Andrew Symonds
trapped Jayasuriya, who had passed
fifty for the 55th time in his career, Ibw
next over to leave Sri Lanka on 122 for
two.

Mahela Jayawardene (38) and
Kumar Sangakkara (39) then added 70
runs in 98 balls to leave Sri Lanka in a
strong position before Clarke ran
through the lower order.

'Karachi let down'

Former players and cricket officials
from Karachi Sunday voiced disap-
pointment that the port city has been
ignored in the next month's historic
cricket series with India and vowed to
lodge a protest over the decision.

Pakistan Cricket Board (PCB) and
Board of Control for Cricket in India
(BCCI) announcing a final itinerary of
the five one-day internationals and
three Tests on Saturday said only one-
day games will be in Karachi and
Peshawar for security reasons.

"The PCB had knelt down before
India and by not including Karachi as
the Test venue has taken dictation
from the BCCI," Sirajul Islam Bukhari,
secretary of Karachi City Cricket
Association (KCCC), told AFP.

BCCI said the decision to drop
Karachi and Peshawar over security
fears was taken on an Indian govern-
ment's advice following a visit by its
delegation which assessed security in
Pakistan lastweek.

The southern port city of Karachi
has a history of ethnic violence and
bomb blasts while the northwestern
city of Peshawar is termed dangerous
due to its close proximity to
Afghanistan.

A suicide bomb blast outside New
Zealand team hotel in May 2002 which
killed 12 people forced the tourists to
abandontheirtour.

Bangladesh played a Test and a
one-day game in Karachiand one Test

in Peshawar last year but South Africa
and New Zealand refused to play at
the two venues over security fears.

England was the last Western
team to play a Test in Karachi in
December2000.

"Karachi is safe for Indian blind
team which is due to play two matches
here," said Bukhari.

Bukhari said his association offi-
cials will meet the provincial governor
to lodge a protest but he ruled out a
boycott of the one-day game sched-
uled in Karachion March 13.

"Boycott would be a drastic deci-
sion and in the best interest of the
country we would not boycott the only
match given to Karachi," the KCCA
official said.

Former Pakistan captain Hanif
Mohammad said he was disappointed
over India's decision of rejecting
Karachi.

"l am disappointed, Indians should
have been bold enough to play in
Karachi which is the premier centre of
the country," said Hanif, who featured
inthefirstIndo-Pak seriesin 1952.

PCB chief executive Rameez Raja
defended the decision saying that
"had we pressed for Karachi and
Peshawar the tour might have been
called off."

The Indian team arrives in Lahore
on March 10 for their first tour of
Pakistan for 15 years and play the first
of the five-game one-day series in
KarachionMarch 13.

flaws in Shabbir's action.”

Sri Lanka's ex-captain Arjuna
Ranatunga has hit back after
Australia's Shane Warne renewed
his war of words.

Warne, back after a 12-month
ban for taking an illegal substance,
made a jibe about Ranatunga's
weight.

"He's probably slotting himself
around at 150 kilos (23st 7Ib) at the
moment. Swallowed a sheep or
something," he told Melbourne's
Daily Mirror.

Ranatunga hit back: "It is better
to swallow a sheep or a goat than
swallow what he has been swallow-
ing."

The verbal feud between the two
men goes back to Sri Lanka's ill-
tempered tour of Australiain 1998.

The following year Warne
received a reprimand from the
International Cricket Council after
his comments in a newspaper
column on the eve of the World Cup.

"Frankly, Sri Lanka and the
game overall would be better off
without him," Warne said then. "I
don'tlike him, and I'm notin a club of
one."

Ranatunga, who put himself at a
more modest 15st, retired from
international cricket in 2000 and
won a seat in the Sri Lankan parlia-
ment the following year.

He will re-contest his Colombo
seatin elections on April 2.

Warne will arrive in Sri Lanka
next week to join the Australia
squad for a three-Test series, which
begins in Galle on March 8.

"I am certainly going to meet
him," said Ranatunga.

He joked: "I may even invite him
to attend one of my campaign
meetings. Though | know | may risk
losing some votes.

"l, however, respect Warne as a
player. He is great.”
