R EMEMBER Madhob of the 
much applauded award-
winning film Aadhiar? The 

youth who roams about the villages of 
North Bengal singing songs of the 
Tebhaga movement? The character 
earned the spectators' appreciation. 
And Shamim Zaman, who played it, 
also attracted attention as an actor of 
considerable potential on his maiden 
appearance on the silver screen.

Although Aadhiar is Shamim's first 
film, it however was not his first foray 
in acting. To the regular TV viewers 
and theatregoers, he is quite a well-
known face with several remarkable 
roles to his credit. Shamim's acting 
career began through theatre when 
in 1990 he joined the group Aranyak.

Besides acting, Shamim can also 
play a few musical instruments like 
harmonium, tabla and dhol. In fact, 
his first work with Aranyak was in the 
music of the group's play Khela 
Khela. And it is this same ability that 
Shamim accounts for regarding his 
acting in Aadhiar too. '[Saidul Anam] 
Tutul Bhai was looking for someone 
who can act as well as play the 
traditional instruments of this 
region,' he says.

When he met Tutul, the director 
asked him 'to live rather casually like 
not to have my hair cut, not to wear 

shoes,' recalls Shamim. The entire 
cast tried to live the very ordinary life 
of the farmers of the northern part of 
Bengal. When the team went to 
Rangpur for shooting, 'we didn't 
change back into our regular clothes 
for 25 days since we had worn our 
film costumes,' says Shamim.

Shamim's role in Aadhiar por-
trays a youth who sacrifices his 
personal life for the cause of the 
Tebhaga movement that fought for 
the equal rights of the farmers. 
Madhob comes to the village, where 
the events of the film take place, at a 

time when the movement is just 
germinating. He stays in the house 
of Shyam Doyal, portrayed by 
Raisul Islam Asad, who has a young 
niece named Shyamla. The girl falls 
in love with Madhob and wants to 
marry him, which he refuses. At one 
time, however, Madhob cannot 
resist and agrees to marry Shyamla. 
But it is the same auspicious 
moment when comes the call of the 
fight they have so long waited for. 
Madhob joins the resistance.

Towards the end of the fight, when 
farmers almost win over the 

Zamindars and the police are also 
leaving the scene, a spirited Madhob, 
armed with a scythe, goes to punc-
ture the tyres of the police van. The 
police shoot him and he dies. Thus 
ends the heroic life of Madhob.

Shamim believes that every actor 
should work in all media, 'for that is 
how one's acting can be evaluated 
properly. 'Besides theatre and film he 
has acted in a good number of TV 
plays and telefilms. Among his TV 
plays, the 200-episode drama serial 
Jowar Bhata, became very popular. 
Other plays that he worked in are 
Nayikar Naamey Naam, Dwitiyo 
Jibon and Ebong Ami. In 1999 he 
played in Abdullah Al Mamun's 
special play on Ekushey Droho 
Binash. Apart from the serials, 
Shamim's single-episode plays 
include Asroy, Bashor, Swadhinota 
Tomar Jonnyo, Nibhu Nibhu 
Bhalobasha etc. His telefilms are 
Alochhaya, Shotyodaho, Swapno 
Moti, Bangla Namer Desh. Besides 
these, he has also acted in two short 
films--Chhana O Muktijuddho of 
Badal Rahman and Bangla Maayer 
Damal Chhele of Rafiqul Bari 
Chowdhury.

Shamim Zaman believes that if the 
present hype of making films like 
Aadhiar goes on, our film industry 
would be able to revive its golden era.

tion of the evening 
was the mime show, which started two hours later than 
its original schedule.

Swapnodal, a theatre group formed in 2001, has 
already earned credentials for its play Tringsho 
Shatabdi (The 30th Century) and Swadhinota 
Sangram (Liberation War). The group staged its first 
ever mime production Jadur Pradeep (Magic Lamp) 
based on Aladdin and the Magic Lamp, one of the tales 
from The Arabian Nights.

Composed and directed by Zahid Repon, Jadur 
Pradeep may present rusty gags but the story, being 
well known, follows the same pattern with eventual 
expected outcome. The show nevertheless attracted 
the enthusiastic audiences ready to react at the 
slightest opportunity.

The story presents young Aladdin who falls in love 

with the beautiful princess, but cannot marry her as he is 
just a peasant. Being forced into a booby-trapped magic 
cave by the evil wizard in the disguise of his uncle, Alad-
din finds a magic lamp and discovers that it contains a 
genie that will obey the orders of the person possessing 
the lamp. With the aid of the genie, Aladdin becomes rich 
and powerful and marries the princess. The evil wizard 
returns and ultimately gets hold of the lamp by tricking 
Aladdin's wife, who is unaware of the lamp's importance. 
Aladdin however wins out in the end.

Backed by colourful and sparkling costumes, amusing 
music and good spectacle of wizardry performed by 
Aladdin and the Genie, the show was very entertaining. 
But a too long script can be boring in a mime show. With a 
little more thought and attention to details, the show 
could have sparkled and been sensational instead of just 
good.

The Hollywood studio where film classic Citizen Kane 
was made has been sold for $125m (£68m). Sony has 
sold the 85-year-old Culver Studios to a private invest-
ment group called Studio City Los Angeles (SCLA), 
according to the buyers. The group said it wanted to make 
the historic studios the 'first choice' for film producers.

Hollywood pioneer Thomas Ince built the studios in 
1919. The original King Kong movie was filmed there in 
1933.

Ron Lynch, who will run the studios for SCLA, said, 

'Our goal at SCLA is to make The Culver Studios the first 
choice of producers when they begin evaluating their 
production needs.'

After Ince died in 1924, the studios were bought by 
legendary filmmaker Cecil B. DeMille. In 1928 they 
were bought by Pathe Studios, which later became 
RKO Pathe. In their history, the studios have also been 

owned by billionaire aviator Howard Hughes and US 
comedienne Lucille Ball, among others. They were sold 
to Sony Pictures Entertainment in 1991, a year after the 
company bought the nearby MGM studios.

The Culver Studios are now a major television pro-
duction facility, where shows produced there include 
Peyton Place, Batman and the pilot for Star Trek.

SCLA is a partnership created by the investment 
bank Lehman Bros., Los Angeles-based Pacific Coast 
Capital Partners and Pacifica Ventures.
