Dhaka University Teachers
Association (Duta) yesterday said the
teachers are receiving death threats
folowing the rise of fundamentalist
forcesin thecountry.
"Fundamentalists are responsible
for attacking and threatening the
teachers with death,” said Duta
President Prof AAMS Arefin Seddique
atapressconferenceatthe Dutaclub.
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"The country has become a den of
criminals but the government is still
indifferent to it," said Prof Mohamed
Akhtanzzaman, general secretary of
the Duta.

He alleged that the government
often points an accusing finger at the
opposition parties whenever any
crime takes place, giving the real
culpritsafreeride.

The Duta members urged the
government and university authori-
ties to immediately arrest and punish
theattackers of ProfHumayun Azad of
Bangla department. They also sug-
gested necessary steps towards ensur-
ing adequate security for the teachers
who have received threats from
Islamistzealots.

On June 28, the Nastik Murtad
Resistance Committee and Muslim

Millat Shariah Council in a faxed mes- «

sagesenttodifferent newspaperoffices
in the city threatened three professors
of DU with death. They are Prof Azad,
Prof Muntasir Mamun of history
department and MM Akash of eco-
nomics department.

The Islamist bigots threatened to
kill them if they do not purify them-
selves by September this year, The
bigots sent the same message to the
Dutapresident.

Maran Chand of fine arts, Mafizur
Rahaman of mass communications
and journalism, Maniun Ahamed of
biology and Runa Laila of women
studies have also received death
threats, the Duta said.
