Tk 1cr eamed from
seized timbers,

Inits anti-smuggling drive, the Town
Range of Chittagong South Forest
Division (CSFD) earned TK 1 crore
from the auction of seized timbers
and vehicles used in smuggling in
last fiscal year, said a press release
hereyesterday.

During the period, the patrol
teams of CSDF carried out drives
independently or jointly with
Rangunia and Patiya Forest Ranges on
Cox's Bazar-Chittagong and Kaptai-
Chittagong roads including
Karnaphuliriver route.

They seized 16,827.06 cft of illegal
teak and other valuable timbers,
3937.09¢ft of firewood, 11992 cft of
bolli (log used as pillars) and around
onelakh bamboos. Theyalsoselzed 42
wehicles including trucks and engine
boatsused in timber trafficking

Besides, the authority confis-
cated electric devices and sealed

some 64 unauthorised saw mills at
Rangunia, Patiya, Anwara, Lohagara
and Satkania.

A total of 162 cases were filed in
these connections.

She was handed over to Savar
Police Station where the investigat-
ing officer was interrogating her
aboutthe abductors.
