K UHU stands out for her 
drawing among the flanks 
of Bangladeshi artists. She 

went to study in France after her 
bachelor's degree from the Fine 
Arts Institute. 'The most difficult 
part of being in France was the 
language. I enjoyed the practical 
part of it but had difficulty with the 
theory. I loved drawing and my 
teachers there stressed on the fact 

that I should continue with it. I did 
move into painting but I came back 
to drawing again. My teacher Mme 
Cotelle encouraged me in particu-
lar to pursue drawing.

'When I returned, due to the 
pressure on theory, I had different 
influences at different times in my 
life. Shahabuddin's drawings, with 
their force and speed, appealed to 
me when he was a student, and I 
was studying too. Aminul Islam's 
work also inspired me greatly. 
Rafiqun Nabi's watercolours also 
inspired me. When it comes to 
abstract monochromatic composi-

tions, I was always drawn to 
Mohammed Kibria, my graphic 
teacher.  I've tried to go into land-
scape painting and abstract art but 
they didn't suit me.'

Kuhu's family gave their full 
support to her taking up art. Her 
mother was a painter, and the rest 
of the family considered it presti-
gious to be an artist. As a student 
she faced some problems finding 
models for her work but now 
people approach her themselves. 
As she draws on brown paper 
and matte paper, she has no 
difficulty in getting her materials.

Kuhu is best known for her 
paintings of burqa-clad women, 
which she has been doing for 
about 15 years. 'What fascinates 
me in doing the work in black and 
white is the intensity of the lines 
and also the expressiveness of 
the faces. There is apparently 
very little to draw but in actuality 
there are lots. The lines and 
monoch roma t i c  wo rk  can  
express so much and yet, in 
reality there is no line,' says 
Kuhu. When she chooses her 
models she looks for character. 
And through her lines she depicts 
the characters.

Asked why she has persisted 
with her figurative work while 
other artists have gone for semi-
abstractions and abstractions, 
Kuhu says that some abstracts 
appeal to her but not on the 
whole. 'I feel that there's enough 
distortion and I don't feel happy 
about breaking up forms or 
human figures.'

Talking about how she goes 
about her work, Kuhu says, 'I 
have my own studio in Gulshan 
and models come here from 
time to time. I try to capture the 
spirit of the person and the 

moment through lines. I go in for 
black, red and white.'

Kuhu's first inspiration was 
Michaelangelo, 'undoubtedly a 
superb draftsman', as she puts 
it. Her other idol has been 
Shilpacharya Zainul Abedin. 'I 
can go over his work for hours 
together and not weary of it,' she 
says. Her teachers Mahbubul 
Amin, Rafiqun Nabi and Aminul 
Islam have been her mentors.

Dwelling on her fashion 
designing, Kuhu says that this 
is an extension of her artwork 

as this requires a lot of drawing. 
There is a special style of doing 
fashion drawing. It occupies 
quite a bit of time as the work is 
slow and tedious involving the 
print making and colouring. 
One has to cater to clients and 
this can be demanding. Kuhu's 
fashion brand is Wearable Art.

Kuhu has participated in 
numerous group shows of fine 
arts and haute couture both at 
home and abroad. She has 
numerous solo exhibitions to her 
credit.

T h e  c u l t u r a l  c o r r e s p o n d e n t  o f                     
spent some time talking to Bipasha Hayat. A TV 
and theatre personality, Bipasha has recently 
done a film Joyjatra. She also finds the time to 
do modelling assignments. Excerpts from the 
interview:

What do you fear the most?
Snakes! My fear of snakes is so intense, that I can't 
stand pictures of them on magazines or on TV chan-
nels. Even Toukir sometimes gives up surfing TV 
channels upon hearing my ear piercing screams!
If you had three wishes, what would they be?
That my son Aareeb, who is a little more than a year 
old now, grows up to be a true citizen of the country, 
that he acquires enough worldly knowledge and is 
always happy.

That my family, with whom I am so much attached, 
dwells in happiness forever.

That our country turns out to be peaceful once 
again, and we all live in harmony.
Movies you can't have enough of--
Cinema Paradiso--it's an Italian movie, but it contains 
a certain nostalgic overtone and philosophy which 
really intrigues me. I like to watch it over and over 

again.
Mediterranio--an Italian war-movie which is actu-

ally very different. I think everyone should watch it.
I am also attached to Satyajit Ray's films. I never 

miss them whenever they are telecast.
Books you would always read--
I really don't have any specific books which I always 
read, however, I do prefer books reflecting certain 
philosophies and thoughts of people. In fact, I just 
finished reading My Feudal Lord by Pakistani writer 
Tahmina Durrani and it's still revolving around in my 
mind.
Your dream role--
I don't have a dream role as such, however, whenever 
I am on screen, I try to be as different as possible. I try 
to bring in a variety of elements to make my role as 
believable as possible. I think this is how one can be a 
success on screen.
Are you satisfied in terms of being an artiste and a 
human being?
As a painter and an actress, I think I have a lot more to 
offer and achieve. As a human being, I feel extremely 
lucky to have been born in a wonderful family and to 
have been married in an equally wonderful family.

Hollywood's last major independ-
ent studio, Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer 
(MGM), says it has agreed in 
principle to be bought by Japan's 
Sony Corporation. US media group 
Time Warner earlier withdrew its 
bid for MGM, saying it could not 
agree on a price.

The Sony offer is reported to be 
$5bn (£2.78bn), over half in cash 
and the remainder the assumption 
of MGM debts. The deal will give 
Sony access to MGM's film library, 
a key source of cash as more 
movies are released on DVD.

MGM classics include Ben Hur, 
Gone With the Wind and The 
Wizard of Oz; it also has the rights 
to James Bond films.

MGM was founded in the 
golden age of Hollywood in 1924 
after a merger between Metro 
Pictures Corporation, Goldwyn 

Pictures, and Louis B Mayer 
Productions. The iconic studio 
has been in talks with bidders for 

several months, and a decision on 
the sale is now expected to come 
within days.
