NGOs and other private sectors
working on HIV/AIDS should
conduct yearly surveys to make the
reports on HIV contracted people
public with a view to focusing the
picture of HIV/AIDS in our country,
speakers at aseminarsaid.

The seminar was held at the
National Press Club yesterday.

Bangladesh Manobadhikar
Sangbadik Forum (BMSF) and
Bandhu Social Welfare Societies
(BSWS) jointly orgnnised the semi-
nar titled "HIV/AIDS in
Bangladesh: Role of Media and
Civil Society”.

"The Government should allow
the NGOs and private establish-

| ments to publish reports and pre-

pare list on HIVFAIDS contracted
people as the government con-
ducted research, this year, identi-
fied fewer HIV/AIDS affected peo-
ple than the experts believe," they
said.

Representatives from NGOs and
electronic media, journalists, sex
workers, hermaphrodite (Hizra)
and studentsattended the seminar.

According to a government
survey, the number of people carry-
ing this virus is only 465 while
experts estimate it to be five to six
thousands. Neighboring countries
like India and Myanmar got about
51 lakh and 33,300 people respec-
tively, carrying this virus.

"The journalists could play the
most important role in making
people aware enough to under-
stand the negative affects of AIDS
epidemic,” said Elizabeth Ridge, an
HIV/AIDS consultant.

"If preventive measures are not
taken immediately, we would find it
impossible to get rid of this impend-
ing disaster”, said Dr Fatema Parvin
Chowdhury, head of National
AIDS/STD Programme.
