Plan okayed to add
250-MW electricity
to growing Dhaka

The cabinet purchase committee
yesterday approved a Tk 28 crore
project that will increase 250-
megawatt (MW) power supply in
Dhaka by improving the' power
distribution system.

- The project, scheduled to be com-
plete in2006, will install new dévicesin
seven sub-stations in Dhaka to
increase the load management capac-
ity and power supply as well by reduc-
ing technicalsystemnsloss.

Presently, Dhaka consumes

around 1300 MW power. :
State Minister for Power Igb:
Hasan Mahmud told the press after
the purchase committee meeting
yesterday that the cabinet also
approved another proposal under
which buildings over six stories in
Dhaka will have to install separate

transformers at their own cost by .

May. 2

"After May, authorities will check
the power connections of these
buildings. Any (owners of) building
having no dedicated transformers
willbe penalised,” Igbal added.

In another decision, the cabinet
purchase commiltee approved two
proposals on oil purchase. One
proposal deals with 2.53 lakh metric
tons (MT) of kerosene and 1.10 lakh
MT of jet fuel purchased in the last
sixmonths.

The other proposal deals with
9.40 lakh MT of diesel that will be
purchased in the next six months
from Kuwait under a state-to-state
biennial contract. Under the same
proposal, Bangladesh will also buy
1.45 lakh MT of kerosene, 1.25 lakh

18 Americans dead

in Mosul bombing

A guerrilla attack on a tented dining
hall at a US base in northemn Irag
killed 18 Americans and four Iragis
in the deadliest strike on US forces
since last year's war to oust Saddam
Hussein.

US officials initially said a num-
ber of rocket and mortar rounds
were fired at the base in the northern
city of Mosul on Tuesday, but a
militant group claimed a suicide
bomber was behind the attack, in
which a further 72 people were
wounded. :

1 "A suicide bomberhas not been
ruled oui,”" a US Army official said
laterinWashington.

Giving the latest in a series of

casualty updates, the military in
Baghdad said 14 US soldiers, four
American civilians and four Iraqgi
security force memberswerekilled.

Fifty-one of the wounded were
US military personnel. Of the 72
hurt, 43 werestillbeing treated.

A spokesman in Mosul said it
could take days before a clear pic-
ture emerged of whathappenedand
who was killed.

"There's some tedious forensic
work to be done. It could be acouple
of days,” said Captain Phil
Ludvigson, who said it was not clear
what had caused the explosion.
"Rockets, mortars or any number of
thingscouldhave causedit.” ' "
