Memory Lane

W
HEN you talk about 
Dhaka's successful film 
actresses, one name 

springs to mind-- yes, it's Kabori. 
Success to her was not a cakewalk 
but a hard-earned victory. She meta-
morphosed herself from Meena Pal to 
today's Kabori at the age of 13 and 
currently ranks as a highly skilled 
actress of the country's film industry. 
Her first movie, Shutorang, was a first 
Bangla blockbuster hit in the reign of 
Urdu and Hindi films and won acco-
lades at the Frankfurt Asian Film 
Festival in 1964. Even four decades 
after her first film Shutorang, she is 
busy directing a film titled Aaina, which 
is to be released this year on the 
International  Women's Day.

Aaina's story-line, based on her 
own imagination and experience, 
depicts the travails of Kushum and 
her long journey to freedom.  On her 
wedding night she has acid thrown 
on her and flees the country. From 
there she returns, full of optimism, not 
realising that she has lost her looks. 
The rest is left to the imagination. 
Other sub-plots are interwoven in the 
moving social episodic film. Kabori 
eventually dons the mantle of a 
vengeance seeking lawyer-cum-
human rights activist.

Talking about the scenario of her 
early days in films, Kabori recalls,  "It 
was a time when Urdu movies, even 
the Hollywood and Indian movies, 
were shown in the different talkies 

and actresses like Sultana Zaman, 
Shabnam and others from both East 
and West Pakistan were reigning in 
filmdom. At that point of time I 
stepped into this industry though I 
was totally ignorant about this highly 

competitive field."   
"I was a student of class six and 

coincidentally Shubhash Dutta was 
looking for a teenaged girl for his new 
venture Shutorang. Going back to 
1964, I lived in a culture-oriented 

family in Chittagong. For instance we 
used to sing bhajans with my mother 
in the evening, my brother used to 
play the tabla and sometimes along 
with my sisters I used to dance in 
different programmes. Basically I 
was a dancer," says Kabori. 

Going down memory lane, Kabori 
says, " I still remember the day when 
Dr Kamal Khan, a renowned cultural 
entrepreneur of Chittagong and a 
friend of my father, took a few photo-
graphs of me. During the photo shoot 
I somehow managed to wear one of 
my mom's saris and climbed a tree 
and posed for the picture as per the 
character's demand. Later, Dr Kamal 
sent those photographs to Shubhash 
Dutta."

" Shubhash Da was so impressed 
that he asked Kamal to send me to 
Dhaka immediately. At first I wasn't 
interested at all. However, since my 
parents were deeply interested, I 
thought I would give it a try. As a 
newcomer in the field, I had to go 
through several tests like a voice test 
to gauge whether I could play the role 
in a typical Chittagong's dialect and a 
screen test with make-up and cos-
tumes. I went through several 
rehearsals of how to walk and how to 
lip sync. As I lived in a village, I was 
unfamiliar with the many aspects of 
city life. Also it was a sensitive period 
as I was in my adolescence. Finally, 
I overcame all the hurdles and came 
into the limelight of Dhaka films," 
adds Kabori.

There has been a feast of theatrical 
works in the recent past. Six theatre 
groups staged six street plays on the 
second day (February 2) of the 
weeklong Jatio Patha Natok Utshob-
-2005 arranged by the Bangladesh 
Group Theatre Federation (BGTF)) 
in association with Bengal Founda-
tion. 

Prachyanat, Bibartan, Abayab 
Natya Dal and Vaskar Natyadal 
staged their plays in both venues-- 
Shaheed Minar premises and 
Rabindra Sarobar near Dhanmondi 
Lake. Their productions were No 
Man's Land, Gupta Bidya, Lali and 
Kheyali Raja respectively. Kheyali 
Natyasampradaya staged a show of 
Mahesh at Shaheed Minar premises 
while Barnamala Theatre staged a 
show of Adim Manush Ebong Amra 
at Rabindra Sarobar.  

Each of the plays delivered strong 
messages and there was a good 
turnout of the audience in the open 
air venue.

Earlier, on February 1, the patha 
natok festival was inaugurated at 

Central Shaheed Minar Preimses by 
eminent educationist Sardar Fazlul 
Karim. Theatre personal i t ies 
Ramendu Majumdar, Mamunur 
Rashid, Nasiruddin Yousuff and 
others delivered speeches in the 

opening programme. Jantu, a play 
based on Syed Shamsul Haq's 
novel, presented by Theatre (Bailey 
Road)- was staged as the first play of 
the week-long drama festival on the 
opening day.

"For art there cannot be any particular 
medium," believes artist Kazi Rakib. 
"An artist can use any medium 
he/she chooses for expressing 
thoughts. Only one has to know the 
character of the medium very clearly," 
he adds. While furthering this belief, 
Kazi Rakib has taken up an uncon-
ventional yet interesting medium--
glass and mirror. An art exhibition of 
the artist is on at the Gallerikaya at 
Uttara featuring some eye-catching 
artwork.

Depicting figures and designs 
frosted and cut on the plain surface of 
glass and mirrors, the artworks at the 
display are quite interesting. The very 
first attraction is of course the curious 
use of glass and mirrors as the can-
vas of the abstract and semi-abstract 
artworks. Looking at the pieces, one 
is sure to wonder how the artist has 
created all these fascinating 
artworks.

"There are chemicals that can eat 
up glass and create frosty surface on 
it. After doing that, I have used 
another acid to slice off thin surfaces 

of glass to create the different reflec-
tive zones on my canvas," explains 
Rakib. He has often used glass paint 
to colour the figures and motifs that 
make up the intricate designs on the 
glass and mirror pieces. Sometimes, 
colours have been used while frost-
ing the glass surfaces.

"Light is the first wonder out of the 
mother's womb," believes Rakib. And 
glass is the most transparent filter that 
"accentuates the play of light." Rakib 
says he has been "fascinated with the 
beauty of light" since birth and this is 
the prime reason he has finally 
chosen to work with mirror and glass 
as his mediums.

Earlier, in the late 1970s, Rakib 
first ventured into the field with a 
friend. "But that was an unsuccessful 
foray," he says. Later, he learned the 
art of etching on glass from a techni-
cian in Kolkata and started experi-
menting with the new medium from  
around  1995.

Rakib's glass and mirror pieces do 
not reflect any strong philosophical 
ideology; they rather express the 
artist's sense of aestheticism and 
balance. Female figures, natural 
elements--the flora and fauna, 
clouds, the sky--and geometrical 
figures abound in his canvases.

The exhibition is open from 11 
am to 8 pm till February 7.

Brando almost did not play The Godfather
 

Screen venture

Marlon Brando repeatedly rejected 
playing the role of Don Corleone in 
The Godfather, telling an assistant: 
"It's about the Mafia. I won't glorify 
the Mafia," according to an article in 
the new issue of Vanity Fair released 
on Tuesday.

In the magazine's annual Holly-
wood issue, novelist and Brando's 
longtime friend Budd Schulberg said 
the actor's assistant, Alice Marchak, 
begged him to read the book.

Schulberg, who wrote the screen-
play for On the Waterfront, one of 
Brando's most famous films, said at 
one point, the actor threw the book at 
her, saying, "For the last time," he 

said, "I won't glorify the Mafia!"
But Schulberg said that by some 

magic, the next time Marchak 
showed up, Brando had used an 
eyebrow pencil to draw a little mus-
tache on himself and said, "How do I 

look?"
Marchak responded: "Like 

George Raft," an actor who often 
played gangsters on the big screen.

Each time she went to see 
Brando, Marchak told Schulberg, he 
was wearing a different Mafia-don 
mustache.

Despite his initial reservations 
about the film, Brando obviously had 
a change of heart. But Paramount 
studio executives objected to 
Brando playing the role and 
demanded he take a screen test. 
Brando obliged.

The role revived Brando's career 
and won him a second Academy 
Award, which he turned down.

Brando died in July at age 80.
