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Khaleda assures Bush of fair polls
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allowed to oversee the polls.

- Fhe assurance was given when
United States Secretary of State
Condoleezza Rice met the prime
minister in New York on September
5

‘Briefing diplomatic correspon-
dents here on Monday, Foreign
Affairs Advisor Reaz Rahman said
the outcome of the meeting
between Khaleda Zia and
Condoleezza Riceis very positive.

"No embarrassing issue was
raised despite all attempts made to
embarrass the prime minister and
Hangladesh," he said.

“Asked why the US is concerned
about the next election in
Bangladesh he said, "They have no
substantial concern about the
election, the way the opposition is
claiming it will not be fair. The
prinie minister repeatedly assured
thatthereshould be no concern."

Reaz Rahman informed that
during the meeting Khaleda invited
Rice to visit Dhaka and there is a
good possibility that Rice will.

Rice told the PM that she would
be delighted to come to Dhaka.
"We will work out the dates for the
visit," the foreign affairs advisor
added.

Rice told Khaleda that
Bangladesh and the US have "an
extremely good relation” based on
the two countries’ "shared com-
mitment o democracy”. "Rice
recognised Bangladesh as an
important Muslim country with an

established practice of democ-
racy," Reazsaid.

Rice said the US government is
ready to help Bangladesh and work
togetherto fight against terrorism.

Asked if any specific issue was
discussed, Reaz Rahman said,
"There was a mutual expression of
support to each other.”
Bangladesh's response to hurri-
cane Katrina was well received by
the US administration.

On the possibility of President
Bush's visit to Bangladesh while
on a trip to the region, Reaz sald
thereis a standing invitation from
the PM for the US president.
"Let's see how this can be worked
otut," Heaz said.

The foreign affairs advisor said
there was an orchestrated cam-
paign by the opposition and
several attempts were made by
the Hindu-Bouddha-Christian
Oikya Parishad--like the US sena-
tors' letter to Rice or the legal
notice by a US lawyer--to embar-
rass the PM, but they did not
succeed.

He said the US congressmen's
letter to Rice was just an internal
communication between the
congressmen and the secretary of
state, but it had no impact on the
US government. The US adminis-
tration had not taken any cogni-
sance ofthat,

On why Khaleda Zia did not
attend the seminar of the Clinton
Global Initiative, Reaz Rahman said
she was very busy for the summit

declaration and bilateral meetings
on September 15, also the date of
the seminar.

He said the PMwanted to attend
the former US president's
programme on the sidelines of the
UN Summit, but she could not
make it. Many leaders, including
Sonia Gandhi of India and French
President Jacques Chirac, also did
not attend the programimne, Reaz
added,

He said the PM's meetings with
Senator Hillary Clinton and
Pakistan President Pervez
Musharrafalso could not take place
because of Hillary's business and
time constraint,

Pakistan later wanted to shift the
meeting venue but it was not possi-
ble for the PM to go to another
venue due o time constraine, he
said. ‘

The PM, however, had bilatera
meetings with the presidents of Sri
Lanka, the Maldives and
Mozambique and the prime minis-
ter of Thailand. Bilateral as well as
regional and international {ssues of
commaon interest were discussed at
the meetings.

Prime Minister Khaleda Zia had
returned home in the early hours of
Monday after attending the §0th

session in New York. Senior minis-
ters and state ministers, Dhaka City
Corporation mayor, diplomats and
high eivil and military officials
received the PM at the Zia
International Airport.

Niko plans to drill 7 wells violating deal with Baﬁéx

repeated blowouts in the Tengratila
fieldin January and July this year.

Again, the JVA accommodated a
revised plan for Chhatak west on
the basis of a three-dimensional
geological survey conducted in
that area. This revised plan
demands Niko drill two firm devel-
opment wells and one optional
well and produce 50 mmefd gas.
Only after finishing these tasks
Niko may plan to 'explore' and
develop Chhatak east.

On the other hand, Niko is
planning to increase output from
the Feni gas field in violation of its
JVA.

The JVA demands that Niko will
conduct a "work-over” in the aban-
doned well of the Feni gas field to
begin gas production there. The
work-over covers cleansing the
abandoned well and identifying
new gas zones. After this work-over,

But Niko did not follow this
process at all thanks to the backing
of the ousted state minister for
energy AKM Mosharraf Hossdin
who made Bapex swallow whatever
Niko was doing. It drilled two wells
violating the [VA and from Octaber
last year it started supplying 40
mmefid gas to Petrobangla without
havinganycontract.

The Chhatak east and west gas
fields belonged to the Sylhet Gas
Field Limited (SGFL) and it was
foreibly placed under Bapex so that
Niko can access ir. SGFL was not
financially compensated for this

handover.

Chhatalk east is an unexplored
field that was 'ring-fenced' or
reserved by the government for its
future use. When the government
signed a production sharing con-
tract (PSC) with US company
Qceidental (now Unocal/Chevron),
the agreement said that if this field|is
opened for exploration by others,
the US company will get the priority.
But it was not done and Unoeal
lodged formal pratest when the
governiment was awarding it to
Niko-Bapex.

Bangladesh Gas Field Company

Ltd (BGFCL) also had to give awayits
two marginal gas fields of Feni and
Kamta to Bapex-Niko without get-
tingassetsvalue.

Sources said that the marginal
{previously under-utilised) Chhatak
west gas field itself is so latge that
there was no justificationin award-
ing it to Niko. They say, some
Petrobangla and energy ministry
officials deliberately showed
Chhatak west's possible gas reserve
at below 400 billion cubic feet (Bef)
when the actual possible reserve is
oné trillion cubiec fest (TCE).

Niko is supposed to observe the gas |

field's performance for a year and
then plan to drill new development
wells.
