M
IR Sabbir Mahmud's 
career on the small 
screen is on the upswing. 

His acting has won him warm 
reception from viewers and crit-
ics. Currently he is playing major 
roles in several serials, which are 
being aired on different TV chan-
nels. Among the roles that have 
received much acclaim are the 
ones in drama serials Pichhutan, 
Koto Chena Koto Ochena, Ek 
J o n o m e y  o n  AT N  B a n g l a ,  
Shukher Kanta on Banglavision, 
Biborno Bhalobasha on ntv, 
Aguntuk on Rtv and Pantho 
Nibash on BTV where he played 
the lead role.

Sabbir joined Bangladesh 
Television (BTV) in 1999. He 
received his big break in the play 
Bishkanta in 2000 on ETV. His 
spontaneous performance in the 
play grabbed the attention of the 
directors, critics and audience. 

Sabbir says, “The most memo-
rable TV play I acted in was 
Bishkanta. It was a delight 
because it helped me realise my 
true potential as an actor. I played 
the character of a young man from 
the Barisal region. It was a learn-
ing experience.” Talking about his 
background and career mile-
stones, he says, “I did not come 
from theatre background. I spent 
my childhood in Barguna district. 
While in school and college, I 
used to participate in numerous 
cultural functions. After complet-
ing my HSC I came to Dhaka." 

Asked about the changes he 
perceives in the TV industry over 
the last three years, he says, 
“Earlier, the market was full of 

weekly plays. Today, mega serials 
have taken center-stage. In terms 
of artistic output, the scenario is 
more taxing. By this I mean that 
the advertising, marketing has 

become very aggressive. But I am 
sorry to say that the TV industry 
has regressed in terms of con-
tent.” 

“I understand that business 

dictates a certain style, but at the 
same time, there should be a small 
window left open for constant 
experimentation,” he adds.  

Recalling a humorous incident 
in the course of shooting a drama 
serial, he says, “My memory takes 
me back to a time when I was 
shooting a popular drama serial 
and encountered a friend, As soon 
as I entered his house, his mother 
started questioning me about my 
drama serials. 

"The mother had left Bangladesh 
and gone abroad to stay with her 
daughter. But the lady missed the 
popular drama serials shown on TV. 
Instead of questioning me about 
common friends and relatives, she 
wanted me to narrate the latest 
happenings on the small screen. This 
just goes on to prove how much 
television affects our lives. "

Asking about his offscreen 
persona, he says, “I am a typical 
Bangladeshi. I need a lot of reas-
surance and am peace loving. I 
hate to cause any harm to people. I 
am ambitious but not necessarily a 
go-getter. I love to workout and 
exercise regularly."

Asking about his future plans in 
the film industry, he says, “I have 
received several film offers. 
Recently I received an offer to work 
in Abdullah-Al-Mamun's Bangla 
feature film. I took up acting as my 
career--be it comedy, silver screen 
or small screen. I would like to do a 
variety of roles, whether it is a 
comedy, romance, action, thriller, 
or drama. In a nutshell, any role 
with substance.”

In continuation of their regular 
programme on the last Saturday of 
every month, cultural organisation 
Srijon arranged another show 
presenting songs of yesteryears. 
The musical soiree was held at Poet 
Sufia Kamal Auditorium of the 
National Museum on November 25.

Is lam Palash sa id ,  “These 
programmes are arranged on a 
regular basis to uphold our cultural 
heritage and draw the attention of 
the younger generation.”

American illusionist and stunt performer David Blaine 
freed himself after being shackled for 52 hours in a 
gyroscope above the Time Square in New York. The 
stunt was for charity, with 100 children to be given a US 
$500 gift certificate if all went well. The deserving chil-
dren were chosen by the Salvation Army. Blaine was 
hoisted 50 feet over a concrete parking lot.

Blaine said he did battle his greatest challenge -- 
dizziness -- by focusing his vision on a fixed point. Still, 
he acknowledged, "There's always an element you can't 
prepare for." Blaine has said this stunt was particularly 
important to him since the Salvation Army had provided 
him with clothing while he was growing up.

The "magician" managed to free himself last Thurs-
day about 2:15 pm EST, bringing an end to his latest 
stunt. A dehydrated and weakened Blaine, who spent 
the last 52 hours without any food or water, landed on a 
wooden platform after jumping from the hanging gyro-
scope. He was strapped into the steel contraption Tues-
day around 10 am and his goal was to be out by 2 pm 
Thursday.
