H AMIDUZZAMAN Khan, the 
reputed sculptor-cum-
painter, has done the illus-

tration for the book Rose Garden 
which was launched recently in the 
city. Most of the book-- that bears 
Hamid's name on the cover-- con-
tains sketches in pen-and-ink, 
crayon, along with water-colour 
illustrations at times. The text has 
been written in English by Kazi 
Mohammed Sajid; meanwhile 

Hamid's friend, contributed 20 
photographs in black and white to 
lend substances to the historical 
background of the Rose Garden  -- 
set in Old Dhaka, and built 70 years 
back.

Hamid says that the Rose Gar-
den is a palace with a large sprawl-
ing garden, built over seven acres, 
which includes two large ponds. 
This was built during the British 
regime and therefore contains 
architecture that harks back to 
seven decades. It was built by 

Hrishikesh Das, says Hamid and as 
it contained a rose garden, it was 
known by that name.

The owners include two sons, a 
daughter and the mother, he elabo-
rates. Kazi Sajid, one of the sons, is 
an engineer who worked for the 
World Bank when Hamid was 
sculpting for them for their new 
building, at Agargaon, Dhaka. It was 
Sajid who suggested that Hamid 
visit their family home, which 
inspired the making of the book. The 
superb, old palace includes intricate 

architectural decorations like 
cement friezes, tinted glasses, 
intricate western classical -styled 
statues in the form of light stands 
and fountains. It contains ornamen-
tal heirlooms in the shape of regal 
beds and other pieces of furniture. 
These have been aptly projected in 
the book of 50 splendid sketches 
and washes, contained in 88 pages. 

Dealing with both the exterior 
and interior of the palace, Hamid 
brings in   cement, wood and glass 
artifacts in his focus. "The building is 
in pristine white," Hamid stresses. 
In the book we come across a 
woman's statue, with hair piled up, 
with a stand for a light in the hand. 
Her frills, belt on the waistline and 
the folds of her long dress are 
projected in quick and deft strokes 
of black on white. Her Greek god-
dess-like figure is well projected as 
also her gently moulded visage.

The cupid has a conventional 
skimpy loin-cloth, and he looks 
down with mischief and glee. He too 
is a torch- bearer. The figures -- the 
decorative base of the cement 
plaster of the main gate entrance -- 
are The guardian lads and this too is 
intricate in formation with innumera-
ble floral designs, intertwining curls, 
loops, ribbons, and lines. This is 
done in rapid pen-and-ink strokes.

The maiden twins, brings in the 
twirling, gliding figures of two 
nymph-like figures. They have short 
robes, and stand on a base deco-
rated with garlands. The sentinel 
Light-keeper, done in stone and 
cement in the west patio, is linked 
up with the balustrade, an arch and 
a Doric pillar. This too is aptly repre-
sented in fine sketches.

One is fascinated by the histori-
cal record of Hamid's flamboyant 
strokes.

Shaping idols out of clay has been 
Ranjeet's forte for over 36 years. 
Once purely his passion, Ranjeet 
has made it his profession to fash-
ion such idols --covering the Hindu 
pantheon of Durga, Saraswati, Kali, 
Radha-Krishna and Gour-Nitai--
since 1971. 

Ranjeet, 55 said, "I never con-
sider idols as lifeless objects when I 
give the finishing touches. All of 
them have different characteristic 
features. I try to bring out the 
inner beauty of all the Pratimas 
(idols) while shaping the gods 
and goddesses."  

Ranjeet's two sons, Rawnak 
Pal, 21, an undergraduate stu-
dent and Rana Pal, 17, a college 
student have also pitched in to 
help him.

Ranjeet's Pratimas are in great 
demand in the district and even 
adjacent districts. Ranjeet said he 
could double the income that he 
earns regularly, but then his work 
would not be a piece of art. They 
would be mere lifeless idols made 
of clay and straw, he added. 

Ranjeet did not continue his 
education after HSC. Reminisc-
ing on his childhood days, 
Ranjeet pointed out that his father 
would come from Munshiganj to 
make Pratimas in the district 
every year during Durga Puja. 
And the young Ranjeet would 
accompany his father. Breaking 
into a smile on his broad weather-
beaten face he said, " So I now 

reside permanently with my fam-
ily at Naogaon area in the town.  I 
hope my two sons will continue 
the art of making Pratimas and 
will overcome my limitations."

Now Ranjeet is busy making 
Saraswati Pratimas at the premises 
of Kali Bari in the town as Saraswati 
Puja will be held on January 23.

But, at the end, the couple realises

It is easy to understand a filmmak-
er's instinct to embellish Charlotte 
Bronte's classic Jane Eyre.

There's an urge to make the 
heroine more beautiful than the one 
Bronte created and to make 
Edward Rochester, the man of her 
dreams, more dark and mysterious 
than Bronte described him.

So here's the good news: The 
new adaptation written by Sandy 
Welch and directed by Susanna 
White doesn't add new colours to 
Bronte's romantic novel. Rather, it 
brings out all the shades and hues 
of the original portrait, restoring it to 
its full glory.

The careful restoration applies 
not only to the characters but also 
to the breathtaking cinematogra-
phy. Scene after scene transports 
viewers across time and space to a 
place made vivid and real. By doing 
all this, the robust, two-part, four-
hour "Masterpiece Theatre" 
programme raises the bar for future 
Jane Eyre productions to a level 
that will not be easily hurdled.

The key to getting this story right 
is, first and foremost, finding the 
right Jane. This was accomplished 
with the discovery of newcomer 
Ruth Wilson, who acts as if she was 
born to play the part. Neither a 
dazzling beauty nor plain, Wilson 
exudes confidence. As Jane, she 
has to reveal her inner emotions 
without expressing them outwardly, 
which she does effortlessly. On top 
of all that, Wilson has a Mona Lisa 
smile, a slightly mysterious glow 

that makes her a riveting presence. 
Bronte's novel, published in 

1847, is about a parentless child 
who is poorly treated by the wife of 
her late uncle and, ultimately, sent 
to live in a cold and loveless 
orphanage. She somehow sur-
vives the experience and manages 
to get a good education as well. 
She advertises for a governess 
position and is hired to care for the 
spirited ward of Mr. Rochester 
(Toby Stephens), the wealthy 
master of Thornfield Hall.

Jane and Mr. Rochester fall in 
love, but naturally, there are unfore-
seen complications that intrude on 
their happiness and push them 
apart. Their attraction occurs too 
quickly to be fully savoured, but 
there's no doubt about the chemis-
try between Wilson and Stephens. 
All the while, White advances the 
story with artistic camera angles, 
appropriate lighting and a keen eye 
for detail.
