Sirajul Islam Siraj's play Boba 
Manusher Galpo is not the story 
of the mute, rather the tale of the 
peasants in rural Bangladesh 
who cannot protest against  
oppression. Siraj in his play has 
created a fantasy world where 
the poor peasants rebel against 
the landlords to defend their 
rights. However, like many such 
movements, their rebellion is 
ineffective. 

Interestingly Siraj in his play 
has also criticised the politi-
cians, social workers and intel-
lectuals for their ineffectiveness 
in bettering the lot of the peas-
ants. Moreover, Boba Manusher 
G a l p o  a s s e r t s  t h a t  t h e  
oppressed community should 
effectively change their fate. 
That is why Rahmat, the protag-
o n i s t ,  e n c o u r a g e s  t h e  
oppressed peasants to rebel 
against Talukdar, the landlord.

However, Siraj's craftsman-
ship and his directorial composi-
tions need to be refined so that 
the audience can empathise 

with the strong theme. Most of 

the 'scene makings' are haphaz-

ardly done, as if the sole aim of 

the play is to deliver a message-

-at the expense of the aesthetic 

element. 

Set designer Zahid Hossain 

Jemi has used a scarecrow 

bearing the flag of Bangladesh 

on its chest at the middle of the 

stage to recreate the tragic story 

of oppressed peasants all over 

the country. The rest of the 

stage remains empty.  

Most of the actors need to 

develop their potential. Haidar 

Mohammad Titu as the rebel-

lious Rahmat needs to be more 

convincing. 

As part of 'staging plays of the 

district level troupes in Dhaka', 

jointly arranged by Bangladesh 

Group Theatre Federation and 

Bengal Foundation, Sarathi a 

theatre troupe from Rangpur, 

staged Boba Manusher Galpo at 

Mahila Samity Stage. The play 

was staged on January 26.

After working with Jaya Bachchan in 
Sunglass, filmmaker Rituparno Ghosh is all 
set to direct Amitabh Bachchan for his forth-
coming film. Ghosh has been trying to sign 
Bachchan for two years now and finally he 
will be directing the veteran actor in his unti-
tled English film.

Islam Nadim is being held at the 
Russian Cultural Centre.

Makarov, the first secretary and 
head of the Russian Cultural 
Centre,  sa id  that  Nadim's  
paint ings were simple and 
s incere ,  and tha t  he  had 
presented local landscapes and 
experi-mental figure compositions 
w i t h  t h e  b r i g h t  h u e s  o f  

Bangladesh. He added that 
Nadim's works included oil, acrylic 
and mixed-media on canvas and 
paper.

Hamiduzzaman Khan said, "He 
has an innovative way of his own 
and expresses his personality well 
in his lines and colours, in his 

paintings of his trees and his 
sketches of dancers. The oils too 
have some deep, spiritual, inbuilt 
compositions. His individuality 
should be praised. Apart from that, 
he is known for his modern west-
ern dance lessons. I have great 
expectations in him." Ranjit Das 
added, "The forms and colours of 
his landscape appeal to me."

In his Figure Study- 1and 2, 
done in mixed-media, with rhythm 
as its theme, he presented female 
forms, resting between dances. 
The torsos, limbs and skimpy 
clothes are done in flat colours 
and sketches with purple, brown, 
red and gold. The backdrop of 
dark swirls of earthy colours 
complete one composition. The 
other sketch has the poised 
women sitting and standing, with 
pink and black outlines for figures 
where the faces have been left to 
the imagination to work upon. 
Festival, done in acrylic on canvas 
in an Impressionistic way, has 
figures with swirling lungis and 
shirts, with dhols and draping 
buntings to usher in a festive 
mood.

Nadim's nature oriented works 
bring in tree trunks, branches and 
swirls of earth and grass covered 
spaces with a dream-like effect where 
the vibrant images are simplified in 
geometrical forms. Despite the stark 
lines, there is an element of romanti-
cism in his works.

I n  h i s  wo rks  t he  a r t i s t  
expresses his personal experi-
ences as a teacher of dance and a 
student of the Fine Arts Depart-
ment, Dhaka University.
